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The Bibliography of the 

BOOK OF COMMON PRAYER 

1549-1999 

This bibliography sets out to describe and record the 

Books of Common Prayer that have appeared in the 450 

years since the first prayer book was published in 1549. 

Most of these were in English, but the total also includes 

about 1,200 translations into some 200 different lan- 

guages and dialects, many of them in exotic types. Some 

were first translated for missionary use; others for immi- 

grant minorities, whereas two were intended as an indi- 

rect means of promoting royal marriages. Yet another 

was thought so heretical that it was ceremonially burned 

at Lambeth Palace by order of the Archbishop of 

Canterbury. 

Each book is given a full bibliographical description, 

with relevant notes on the circumstances of its publica- 

tion. Editions of the American Episcopal Prayer Book 

and English prayer-book editions in American libraries 

are also described in detail, and there are many illustra- 

tions, some in colour. The information is made accessible 

by indexes of publishers, printers, translators, and 

promoters, and also of languages, scripts and short titles. 

This material distinguishes several overlapping phases of 

prayer-book history, beginning with the formative 

century before the English Civil War, when the book 

was taking shape and the Royal Printers produced 

almost every edition. Then came that single generation 

after 1662 when the University Presses were becoming 

active, followed by a whole century dominated by con- 

sortia of printers and London booksellers. 

The early nineteenth century brought technical changes 

in the printing houses of both England and America, 

followed by the thirty years of great expansion which 

followed the Napoleonic Wars. The peak production year 

in both countries was 1850 for English-language prayer 

books, followed by a foreign-vernacular peak in 1889. 

Since then there has been a slow decline, with longer 

runs of fewer prayer books, as the churches of the 

Anglican Communion gradually became caught up in 

the worldwide movement towards new and less formal 

styles of worship. 
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The title page incorporates a ‘factotum’, an exceptionally rare example 

of an uncommon type of ornament. Its original appearance on 

the first Irish-language Book of Common Prayer can be 

studied in plate 6 of the colour supplement within, 

and the book is described at 64:2.

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HOW THIS BOOK CAME 

TO BE WRITTEN 

Having been born on what was then the cusp of a liturgical revolution, I sometimes wonder 

whether I was thus predestined to compile a bibliography of the Book of Common Prayer. The 

1920s were a great time for innovation, even if Anglicans of today would now regard it as rather 

conservative. There was a new Canadian prayer book in 1920, a new American Episcopal book 

in 1928, and a new Scottish Episcopal book in 1929. The Church of England had just been given 

sufficient self-government to draft its own legislation for Parliament to approve. On the very day 

of my birth, the fate of the proposed English prayer book of 1928 was in the balance, and 

Archbishop Davidson was writing a conciliatory letter to one of his troubled correspondents. 

I will only add that I was being born into a solidly Anglican family and that my uncle was a 

bibliographer. By the time I reached university I was ready to abandon my official degree course 

and divide my time between studying bibliography and preparing for ordination to the sacred 

ministry. Once my ministerial training was complete, I joined the headquarters staff of The 

Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge at Holy Trinity Church, Marylebone. My work was 

not publishing but missionary education, and yet my office shelves were filled from floor to ceil- 

ing with translations of the Book of Common Prayer. I found them to be of such absorbing 

interest that I began trying to discover the circumstances in which each book had come to be 

produced. 

The Society had already published a discursive book on the subject of prayer-book translations 

in 1914. The author was Dr WJ. Muss Arnolt, an American scholar who had based his researches 

on the prayer books in the Benton Collection at Boston Public Library and the General Theological 

Seminary in New York. It was clear that neither the translations nor the Book of Common Prayer 

itself had ever received a systematic bibliography on the lines of Darlow & Moule’s Bible 

Catalogue of 1903, perhaps because there is no single specialised collection comparable in scope 

and scale with the Bible House collection of Bibles, now on deposit at Cambridge University 

Library. Could my training in bibliography become the basis of an attempt to fill the gap? 

Following the example of Dr W.K. Lowther Clarke, historian of the SPCK and its former 

editorial secretary, I began to divide my lunch hours between studying archives and examin- 

ing such prayer books as were available at the Society’s headquarters in Holy Trinity Church 
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Marylebone. As opportunity offered, I extended my enquiries first to London libraries and after- 

wards to most of the older libraries in the British Isles; then (by the kindness of the Society) to 

the United States. My initial check list was a photocopy of the relevant pages from the (then) 

British Museum General Catalogue. 

In due course I became Librarian of Lincoln Cathedral, where I was able to continue the next 

stage of my research without undue difficulty. Then the time came when (tongue firmly in cheek) 

I asked the Lord Chancellor’s Patronage Secretary whether he could find me some new appoint- 

ment equidistant from the libraries of London and Oxford. The trouble was that his tongue too 

was firmly in cheek. I was appointed Rector of Windsor, with ready access to the principal 

libraries but little time to examine their contents. Thus my studies became intermittent, and I 

published no more than two or three articles on particular aspects of the subject, and in 1981 paid 

a sabbatical visit to libraries in India. 

When I moved to Reading in 1987 I was able to enrol in the University Department of 

Typography and work more systematically on the material I had gathered, all of which at that 

stage still concerned prayer-book translations rather than the English originals that had inspired 

them. There proved to be ample material for a thesis, yet the subject was regarded as far too 

specialised for any book that would be commercially viable. 

Although there had from time to time been rumours about forthcoming bibliographies of the 

English prayer book, none had borne fruit. I wondered whether I myself should attempt to fill the 

gap, bearing in mind that I was about to retire from active ministry and that the forthcoming 

Millennium would roughly coincide with the 450th anniversary of the first Book of Common 

Prayer, and (in England at least) with another attempt to replace the prayer book itself with a 

modern successor. My initial enquiries were sufficiently well received for me to embark on yet 

another round of bibliographical visits. Now, ten years later, the time has come to make my 

material available to a wider public. 

Personal acknowledgments 

I am especially grateful to Her Majesty The Queen and those other generous donors who have 

contributed to the costs of publication. They are listed and acknowledged on the verso of the title 

page. Other well-wishers have kindly underwritten many of the research expenses over this long 

period of gestation, and I am glad to add my personal thanks to The Bibliographical Society [of 

England], The Bibliographical Society of America, and also Hymns Ancient and Modern, together 

with the SPCK, the Anglican Communion, the Diocese of Oxford, the late Mrs Connie Collier, 

and the Marc Fitch Fund. Only with their help has it been possible to sustain a research pro- 

gramme which has extended over so many years. 

The locations in the Bibliography and the references in the text show how many libraries and 

archives I have needed to consult over a long period of time. All without exception have treated 

me with kindness and courtesy, but I begin by thanking two successive former archivists of the 

Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge, where this book began (Arthur Barker and Gordon 

Huelin, both sadly departed). Two other valued mentors died before it had taken shape: Professor 
Herbert Davis of Oxford University (who introduced me to bibliography), and John R. 
Hetherington (that former enfant terrible of the Bibliographical Society whose prayer-book collec- 
tion lives on in Birmingham University Library and in many annotations to the STC). 



How this Book came to be Written 

Before venturing on the second phase of this bibliography, which roughly tripled the scale of 
the original, I took advice from the same three wise men who had examined me for my research 
degree at Reading; Professor Michael Twyman, Mr Nicolas Barker, and Professor James Mosley 
not only encouraged me but also gave sage and relevant advice on how to set about doing so. 
At Mr Barker's suggestion I went to Cambridge to see Dr David McKitterick and Dr Elisabeth 
Leedham-Green (see below). Over a much longer period I have been greatly assisted by the 
Librarians of Lambeth Palace, the late Dr Geoffrey Bill, and his successor, Dr Richard Palmer, and 
their colleagues, notably Miss Christina Mackwell, Senior Assistant for Printed Books. 
My American researches were originally encouraged by Dr Warren Platt of the New York 

Public Library, who introduced me to Canon Robert Wright, Professor of Church History at the 
General Seminary and (subsequently) Historiographer of the Episcopal Church. Not only is Dr 

Wright a distinguished scholar, but he is also a bibliophile and a leading collector of Anglican

It is to this editorial 

team that I owe the present appearance of the text, and I much appreciate their support and encour- 

agement in the final stages of this odyssey. 

This whole enterprise would have been quite impossible without the unfailing support which I 

have received over the years from my wife Joan and our family. They have been remarkably toler- 

ant over the years, and their forbearance is much appreciated. 



ABOUT THE BOOK OF 

COMMON PRAYER 

In the mid-sixteenth century a Book of Common Prayer was a wholly new concept. The 

Church of England was then evolving from its western catholic origins into a national church 

with its own distinctive ethos. The liturgical genius of Thomas Cranmer ensured that its ethos 

found its best expression in the prayer-book: for a written liturgy can express the mind of 

a church more subtly and flexibly, and hence more permanently, than any set of doctrinal 

formulations. 

This new manual of worship drew its inspiration from the Bible itself, from traditional catholicism, 

and from continental protestantism, and was thus a multiple departure from medieval precedent. 

Not only had it been compiled in English rather than Latin; it also replaced some seven distinct 

medieval books. These books had in turn been known and used almost exclusively by the clergy. 

The name of the new book was intended to be taken literally: it was to be a Book of Common 

Prayer; as useful to any layman as to the bishops and clergy themselves. When bound up (as it soon 

was) with the English Psalter and Ordinal and accompanied by the Bible, the Book of Common 

Prayer could both supply the liturgical needs of any English parish or cathedral and also nourish 

the private devotions of the people. 

The history of the Book of Common Prayer began in Lambeth Palace in the reign of King 

Henry VIII. Thomas Cranmer had his official residence there as Archbishop of Canterbury from 

1533 onwards. Within five years of his appointment, Cranmer had produced his first private draft 

of the daily offices of Morning and Evening Prayer, which were to become the opening services 

of the new prayer book. By 1542, most of Cranmer’s executive functions had passed into the 

hands of his Vicar-General, Thomas Cromwell. Thus Cranmer himself had five years of enforced 

leisure, which he apparently spent at Lambeth under virtual house-arrest. This must have given 

him ample time both to augment his knowledge of medieval liturgy and to maintain an exten- 

sive correspondence with the leaders of the Continental Reformation. 

Under King Henry, the English Reformation had scarcely begun. The Papal supremacy was 

abolished and the monasteries dissolved; church services were gradually being simplified, and 

parts of them were being rendered into English. An English Order of the communion which would 

permit lay people to receive the chalice at Holy Communion was under preparation when King 
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Henry died. It came into effect in May 1548, as a supplement to the Sarum mass, which was still 

being celebrated in Latin. & 

Meanwhile the parishioners of St Botolph Aldgate in the City of London had taken advantage 

of King Edward’s accession to buy six English psalters for use in church. The curate resisted, and 

was at once superseded by a man who sold all the Latin service-books and then made history by 

marrying off four couples at one ceremony with a service in English. A few streets away, at St 

Michael’s Cornhill, the Master of St Paul’s School was paid for having translated the mass into 

English. It was becoming clear that something more official was urgently needed, and Cranmer began 

to dream of an uniform liturgy which would be acceptable to all the reformed churches of Europe. 

Various continental theologians, mostly Z.winglians from Strassburg, came to visit him at Lambeth, 

and a debate in Convocation led to a call for a new service book for use in the English church. 

During September 1548 a group of commissioners met at Chertsey Abbey in Surrey to draft 

what was to become the first English book of common prayer. Our knowledge of the episode is 

curiously patchy. What we would really like to know is how much of the prayer book is due to 

Cranmer and how much to his fellow commissioners. The general assumption is that Cranmer 

had already done most of the drafting on the basis of original Latin and German texts. The commis- 

sioners perhaps concentrated on such issues of principle as the precise eucharistic doctrine to be 

reflected in the new order of holy communion. 

We know far more about who the commissioners were, but here again is a mystery. At least 

ten lists of names are known, two in manuscript and about eight in print. Only about half of them 

included Dr May, the Dean of St Paul’s, but with that exception they differ merely on points of 

detail. They certainly agree far more closely than the New Testament lists of the twelve apostles. 

The mystery is that all ten versions (including one in French and two in MS.) date from at least 

a century after the event to which they refer. Not one of those lists (which include one version 

in French and two MSS.) can be certainly dated before 1649. There is a possibility that each manu- 

script list preserves at second hand the actual recollection of someone who had been present at 

Chertsey Abbey in 1548, although even those versions are not contemporary. Three of the eight 

printed lists seem to have been issued as handbills, with no printer’s or publisher's imprint, whilst 

all the others were incorporated without comment into the prelims of printed prayer books in 

1660 or 1661. 

There are altogether thirteen names: seven bishops and six other dignitaries, all but one of them 

educated at Cambridge. They were Archbishop Cranmer; Bishops Ridley of Rochester (soon to 

be translated to London), Holbeach of Lincoln, Thirlby of Westminster [sic], and Goodrich of 

Ely; Doctors May (Dean of St Paul’s), Haynes (Dean of Exeter), Robertson (afterwards Dean of 

Durham), and Redman (Master of Trinity College, Cambridge). Radical reformers made up just 

over half of the whole commission, and all thirteen came from the ecclesiastical province of 

Canterbury. If a similar commission was appointed by the Convocation of York, no record has 

survived (but there are no surviving convocation records for either province, and most of our 

knowledge is indirect). 

Parliament met on 24 November 1548, and on 13 December a Bill for the Uniformity of 
Service and Administration of the Sacraments was introduced into the House of Lords. There 
was a thorough debate, in which the episcopal members of the commission and one or two other 
bishops took prominent parts. The bill then went down to the Commons and back again to the 
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Lords, where it passed on 15 January 1548-9.Thus was passed the first Act of Uniformity which 
authorised a Book of Common Prayer almost as we know it today. 

It implied an expectation that Anglican worship would normally be conducted both in the 
English language and also in accordance with the rubrics of the Book of Common Prayer, which 
has itself been the Schedule to successive Acts of Parliament. The formative years of the Church 
of England were dominated by a triangle of forces so remarkable that it resembled that curious 
Russian vehicle known as the Troika, which was drawn by three horses that sometimes pulled in 
different directions. It was not only catholic in liturgy and protestant in using the vernacular, but 
also ‘established’ in its forms of government. 

Royal Printers 

The London printings of the 1549 prayer book were entrusted to Richard Grafton, the King’s 

Printer, and to his one-time partner Edward Whitchurch. As partners they had already been 

responsible for publishing two English bibles: Matthew’s of 1537 and Coverdale’s of 1538. 

Because of restrictive practices in the English trade, both bibles had been printed on the con- 

tinent, but ten years later they jointly printed and published several editions of King Henry’s 

Great Bible. 

Whitchurch’s prayer book was the first to appear, dated 7 March 1549. It had been printed in 

Wynkyn de Worde’s old printing office at the Sign of the Sun on the south side of Fleet Street. 

Grafton lagged a little behind Whitchurch in prayer-book printing. Although his first issue was 

dated 8 March (one day after Whitchurch), most of it had been printed for him by Whitchurch. 

Thereafter both printers seem to have produced an almost equal number of issues, 1.e. another 

four of the 1549 book and nine or ten of the more protestant edition authorised in 1552. 

Almost the only prayer-book editions issued outside London during Edward’s reign were those 

printed in the city of Worcester by John Oswen, who was on 6 January 1548-9 granted a royal 

licence to print all sorts of service or prayer books... “within our Principality of Wales and marches 

of the same. This was a remarkable grant to a printer who appears to have been working in Ipswich 

until Christmas 1548, and it might have seemed to imply that Oswen was about to print prayer 

books in the Welsh language. In the event he produced two settings of the 1549 book, and reissued 

one of Whitchurch’s 1552 prayer books, all of them in English. There was also an Dublin edition 

of 1549 (also in English), printed in 1551 by Humphrey Powell, King’s Printer in Ireland. 

Whitchurch and Grafton lost their connection with the Book of Common Prayer with the 

accession of Queen Mary I in 1553. Grafton’s warrant as King’s Printer was revoked after he had 

printed a proclamation in favour of Lady Jane Grey, and it was never restored. There is one slightly 

surprising Grafton printing of Queen Elizabeth’s prayer book of 1559, which may indicate an 

unsuccessful bid to regain a share in the Queen’s Printing Office. 

With the accession of Queen Elizabeth I in 1558, there followed a further revision which toned 

down some of the more extreme features of 1552. The printing of the new book became a 

monopoly in the hands of the Queen’s Printers, Richard Jugge and John Cawood. Jugge had 

been educated at Eton and King’s College, Cambridge, where he did not take a degree. He began 

to print in London in 1548, at the Sign of the Bible, at the north door of St Paul’s Cathedral. 

Cawood was aYorkshire gentleman who had also settled in St Paul’s Churchyard. He began print- 

ing on his own account at the Sign of the Holy Ghost in about 1550. Three years later Queen 
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Mary had awarded him the royal warrant then being forfeited by Grafton. Their joint enterprise 

over the prayer book produced 19 issues of the prayer book before Cawood’s death in 1572, after 

which a further 14 were printed by Jugge alone before he too died in about 1577. 

Christopher Barker succeeded Richard Jugge in September 1577. Together with their business 

partners, assigns, and descendants, the Barker family remained royal printers for 132 years, and 

their patent went on being protected even when other press licensing was abolished in 1640. 

Christopher’s son Robert became King’s Printer on the accession of James I in 1603 and is best 

known for his association with the Authorised (or ‘King James’) Version of the bible, first published 

in 1611. Some years earlier he had been responsible for the so-called Hampton Court prayer 

book of 1603-4 which introduced prayers for the royal family and the sacramental section of the 

catechism. 

During these years of the Barker patent, there was a revolution in the physical appearance of 

the prayer book. Almost every edition of Queen Elizabeth’s prayer book had been printed in 

black-letter type in the style loosely known as gothic. From the Restoration of King Charles II, 

virtually every prayer book intended for personal use was printed in modern roman characters. 

The two extreme dates appear to have been 1586 for the first roman printing and 1707 for the 

appearance of the last black-letter edition (most of the change occurred in the reign of Charles II, 

and the standard folio of 1662 was probably the last black-letter edition of any importance). An 

earlier change in style can be dated more exactly: the letters 1, j, u, and v were adopted in their 

present form in the year in the first Cambridge prayer books of 1636. 

Although Robert Barker was (like his father Christopher) a prominent member of the Stationers’ 

Company and twice its Master, he eventually had to sell shares in his monopoly to Bonham Norton 

and John Bill, whose names appear on the imprints of many Stuart prayer books. There was a 

break during the Civil War, for the prayer book itself was effectively proscribed from about 1641. 

In that year many copies were destroyed, and in 1645 its use became a penal offence. 

No doubt prayer-book worship continued in secret, and there were various quiet gestures of 

defiance. These included surreptitious reprints with fake dates and perhaps the curious outbreak 

of lists of the 1549 compilers (were these a centenary celebration?). Between Oliver Cromwell’s 

death in 1658 and the landing of King Charles II, prayer-book reprints became first a trickle and 

then a steady flow: during 1660 there were nine issues in various formats, followed by another 

three in 1661. 

The restored King was however prepared to give at least a hearing to the divines who opposed 

the official reintroduction of the prayer book, and in March 1661 a Royal Commission was set up 

to discuss the question. Curiously enough, the puritan objections included a complaint about the 

amount of congregational participation in prayer-book services — not that there was too little, but 

too much, and it was seriously suggested that the dialogue of the litany should be converted into 

a single long prayer to be said by the minister alone. 

The conversations were eventually abandoned, and a series of draft amendments was finally agreed 

by both convocations and by Parliament. Details of the changes and the procedure for introduc- 

ing the new prayer book will be found in the opening notes for the year 1662. In 1689, soon 
after the abdication of King James II and the accession of King William III and Queen Mary II 
as joint monarchs, there was a further attempt to revise the liturgy in a way acceptable to presby- 
terians and puritans. This is noticed in the entries for that year, although the negotiations failed

to reach a satisfactory conclusion. No text of the proposed book appeared in print until the mid- 
nineteenth century. 

The opening of a new century brought further changes in the Queen’s Printing House. In 
1709 the prayer-book patent finally passed out of the hands of the Barker consortium. It was pur- 
chased by John Baskett, about whose origins little is certainly known. He first began to print prayer 
books as Queen’s Printer in 1713 and bibles in 1715. Baskett was a litigious man, who tried to 
extend his influence by acquiring some of the other bible-patents that had grown up outside 
London. He bought a third share in the patent of the Queen’s Printer for Scotland in 1711 and 
became Printer to the University of Oxford in 1717, whereas his attempts to involve himself in 
Cambridge printing were firmly resisted. These other concurrent patents are discussed below. 

In 1770 the third generation of the Baskett family sold the office of King’s Printer for £10,000 

to Mr Charles Eyre of Clapham, a Wiltshire gentleman who was not himself a practical printer. 

He therefore sold a third share in the patent to William Strahan (Samuel Johnson’s printer) for 

£5000 and also appointed him manager at an annual salary of £300. William’s third son Andrew 

succeeded his father in 1785, and in the King’s letters patent of July 1799 the King’s Printers are 

named as John Reeves, George Eyre, and Andrew Strahan. Reeves was an active partner and his 

was the name that appeared on prayer book imprints between 1801 and 1815. 

He seems to have been a publisher rather than a printer, and such firms as Whittingham’s 

Chiswick Press exercised his privilege by proxy. His unconventional prayer books were unlike the 

publications of a privileged press, in that a commentary was added and some of the contents 

rearranged. Reeves seemed to be modelling his books on the unofficial editions which were 

then competing with the official versions. Eyre and Strahan continued to print bibles, and in 

1815 they resumed the printing of traditional prayer books. When Strahan retired from active 

business in 1819, he was succeeded by his nephews Andrew and Robert Spottiswoode. Reeves 

died in 1829 and Robert Spottiswoode died in 1832, after which the firm became Eyre and 

Spottiswoode, and continued to hold the royal warrant as Queen’s Printers until 1990. In that 

year the firm’s bible and prayer-book interests were acquired by the Cambridge University Press, 

which received from the Crown letters patent investing the dignity of Printers to The Queen 

upon the Press Syndicate, acting for and on behalf of the Chancellor Masters and Scholars of 

Cambridge University. 

Privilege and the Cambridge Press 

The history of printing in both university presses dates back to 1584 when the Printers to the 

Queen (or King) had an effective monopoly over the bible and the book of common prayer, which 

continued until the reign of King Charles I. Cambridge University had been given a comprehen- 

sive right to print books in 1534 under the royal charter of Henry VHI, although no Cambridge 

book was printed until 1584. Although the royal charter had been renewed in 1627-8, the 

University’s right to print bibles and prayer books had been under continuous legal challenge from 

the Company of Stationers in London. However, a Privy Council decision of April 1629 gave the 

University Printers specific authority to print any number of English bibles in quarto and medium 

folio, with the liturgy in the same volume and the ‘singing psalms’ at the end, but not to print 

prayer books alone without bibles. Cambridge was being offered an agreed share in the market, 

and an agreed share was thought to be better than continuous litigation (even though they were 
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still denied access to the more profitable market in octavo bibles). Thus the first Cambridge edition 

of the prayer book was a folio, bound up with the ‘authorised’ or ‘King James’ version of the bible 

printed by Thomas and John Buck, Printers to the University, in 1629. All the other half-dozen 

pre-war prayer books followed a similar pattern, whether in folio or quarto, and conformed to 

the Privy Council ruling. 

John Field became University Printer in 1655, but soon combined the appointment with a share 

in the London bible monopoly and the office of ‘Printer to the Parliament’. After Cromwell’s death, 

he made no difficulty about printing prayer books at Cambridge.The Press began boldly with a small 

octavo of 1662, followed by another half-dozen bible quartos. A year after Field’s death in 1668, John 

Hayes became Printer. There were further quartos in the seventies; no Cambridge prayer books at 

all in the eighties; then three more in 1694, 1696, and 1701. Hayes continued as Printer until his 

death in 1705, after which there was a yet longer gap before prayer-book printing was resumed. 

The University’s interest in bible and prayer-book printing began to revive for two reasons. 

One was the decline in the Dutch trade in English-language editions of the bible, and the other 

was John Baskett’s increasing dominance of the English bible trade. Not only was Baskett Printer 

to the King; he was also Printer of Oxford University and had a share in the office of King’s Printer 

for Scotland, when he learned in 1731 that Cambridge was leasing its bible rights to a London 

consortium, of which William Fenner, the Cambridge printer, was a member. 

One object of this consortium was to develop a version of what later came to be called stereo- 

typing. This had already been successfully used on the continent as a means of producing bibles 

more cheaply. Baskett too was interested in the idea, but instead of negotiating directly with the 

promoters, so that he too might benefit, Baskett and some of the London Stationers chose to 

challenge them in the Court of Chancery. They chose not to attack the bible privilege as such, 

but to challenge the University’s right to print the abridgement of an Act of Parliament. While 

the outcome of the case was still uncertain, it became clear that the experiment in stereotyping 

was itself a failure. The surviving plates were melted down, and all that now survives is a single 

octavo prayer book (1733/4) of which the first eight sheets appear to have been printed from 

‘John James & Co.s Dutch type’. 

The whole episode served to remind the University that the printing of bibles and prayer books 

ought to be normal activities of its printing house. Type was ordered and Joseph Bentham was 

appointed University Printer in 1741. He was ordered to print a New Cambridge Bible on two sizes 

of paper. There were to be 12,000 bibles, together with 6,000 books of common prayer and 

12,000 “bible versions’ of the prayer book to be bound up with bibles, all in nonpareil type. These 

orders were but the first of many, Between 1743 and 1758, the Press issued no less than 30 editions 

and impressions of the prayer book, besides two smaller bible versions with prayer books, and two 

books of parochial offices. These were all printed in Cambridge and distributed by their London 

bookselling agents, first Charles Bathurst and later Benjamin Dod. 

By that time the Court of King’s Bench had given a final judgment, which concluded the 

Basketts’ series of actions against the University. The court found that the letters patent of King 

Henry VIII and King Charles I had ‘intrusted’ the University with a ‘concurrent authority’ to 
print Acts of Parliament and (in effect) all kinds of books, including bibles and prayer books. This 
ruling not only put an end to Baskett’s expansionist ambitions, but it had a profound effect on 
the thinking of both Universities about the privilege attaching to their Presses. 
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Oxford became involved when Sir Michael Foster, one of the King’s Bench justices, sent a copy 
of the judgment to William Blackstone, a Delegate of the Oxford Press, who was carrying out a 
far-reaching review of its activities, and proposing reform. Foster underlined the words ‘are 
intrusted with a concurrent authority’ and told Blackstone that the King’s Bench regarded ‘the 
Powers, given [to Cambridge] by the Letters Patent as a trust reposed in that learned Body, for public 
Benefit, for the Advancement of Literature, and not to be transferred upon lucrative Views, to other Hands, I 
hope both the Universities will always consider the royal Grants in that light.’ 

The judges were pointing out that if those rights were seen as a trust, the Universities and their 
Presses could use them to perfectly proper advantage. The gentle rebuke about ‘lucrative views’ 
applied to the farming of the privilege by others for their commercial advantage. It could not 
apply to the use of those rights by the Universities if the proceeds were turned to its own disinter- 

ested purposes, and especially to the publication of learned works. If their Presses had a part in 

the privilege of printing bibles and prayer books, this was not simply in order to have two best- 

sellers permanently on their lists. They were exempt from a monopoly, rather then holders of a 

monopoly, and they had to use the product of this advantage in order to carry out their primary 

function. 

This was perhaps a good moment for Cambridge to contemplate an entirely new venture in 

university printing. John Baskerville, the printer and typefounder, who was already creating a greek 

fount for the Oxford Press, approached Cambridge through an intermediary and enquired whether 

he might be allowed to act for them in designing and printing a folio bible and two settings of the 

book of common prayer. After negotiation, and under stringent conditions, he was duly appointed 

Printer to the University in December 1758.This appointment did not affect Bentham’s status as 

Printer (the Syndics could appoint up to three): his printing house remained in being and his prayer 

books appeared without interruption, although his profits were reduced. Baskerville himself made 

little profit. Indeed he had to pay the University a fee of £20 for each thousand copies of the 

octavo prayer book and of £12.10.0 for the duodecimo, and also to maintain his own printing 

house and two printers. His intention was to print books which were distinctive both for their 

design and their workmanship. In this Baskerville was wholly successful, for they became noted 

for their delicate type, elegant ornaments, and hot-pressed impressions on smooth paper. 

Baskerville’s designs had no direct influence on the regular style of Cambridge prayer books, 

bearing in mind the need for type hard enough to bear repeated use in editions of 10,000 copies, 

but John Archdeacon (Bentham’s successor as University Printer since 1766) was at least prepared 

to experiment with a new typefounder. Caslon type had been used at the Cambridge Press ever since 

Dutch supplies became difficult in the 1720s, but in 1769 he began to buy type from Alexander 

Wilson of Glasgow. Although Scottish type appeared to be both harder and cheaper, Archdeacon 

still maintained the Caslon connection. Archdeacon was equally open-minded about supplies of 

paper and ink, and ready to ask for specimens before ordering supplies; watching prices whilst 

also checking quality. During his term of office the University Press may have been dominated 

by the trade in bibles and prayer books, but there was now a growing concern with scholarly 

publishing, and even a new tendency for the workers to compare their earnings with the national 

scales observed outside. 

John Burges had been apprenticed to Archdeacon in 1763; he took over many of the Printer’s 

responsibilities in 1789, and himself became University Printer (in partnership with Archdeacon) 
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in 1793. Two years later, Archdeacon died and Burges became sole Printer. This managerial transfer 

took place at a time of political and technological revolution, when the effects of war and the 

French Revolution coincided with the introduction of machine- made paper, the iron press, and 

the stereotype. 

Press Privilege at Oxford 

The Oxford Press had similar problems but on a different time-scale. There were two anomalies 

in the Oxford position. One was that the Press had already issued a Latin prayer book for Christ 

Church in 1615 and was to do so again in 1639. Perhaps this was regarded as a domestic publica- 

tion of little interest to the Stationers’ Company. The second anomaly was that the absence of 

any royal charter to define and secure the privileges of the University. However, a special Order 

in Council of 9 March 1636 declared that ‘the Universitie of Oxforde and their Printers shall for the 

time to come enjoye the benefit of all the Articles and Clauses in the said [Cambridge] Orders of the 10th 

of December 1623, and of the 16th of April 162%. 

Apart from the limitation on the formats in which the two universities might print, these orders 

meant that the rulings of The King in Council were no longer in conflict with the will of the King 

as expressed in his own letters patent. The Chancellor of Oxford, Archbishop Laud, had ambitious 

plans for the reform of the Press, but he advised the University to be cautious in taking advantage 

of these new powers. So as not to antagonise either the Company of Stationers or the King’s Printer, 

he suggested that it would be wise to let your Privilege settle a while and gather strength quietly. He 

could scarcely have foreseen that it would be nearly 40 years before the appearance of the first 

Oxford prayer book in the English language. 

For much of that time, the book of common prayer was proscribed, but even after 1662 there 

was no haste to print either bibles or prayer books. The first Oxford bible was put to press under 

Dean Fell in 1673, and it was on sale by February 1675.The book of common prayer and metrical 

psalms were printed in the same quarto format, so that they could be bound up with the bible, 

and its publication was in complete conformity with the Privy Council ruling of 1629.Three years 

later, Fell negotiated an agreement for a syndicate of London booksellers to print books at the 

(Sheldonian) Theatre in Oxford and sell them in London bookshops. Whilst this first era of the 

‘bible press’ was in progress (1678-1691), there were 56 Oxford issues of the prayer book, in a 

series where the maximum in any one year was 15 issues in 1682.The one detailed statistic is that 

the two issues of 1691 accounted for 1,500 copies. During the same period, there had been 27 

prayer-book editions from the King’s Printer. The second phase saw an agreement under which 

the business of the King’s Printers was virtually combined with the Oxford bible press. 

The next phase in Oxford prayer-book printing ran from 1692 to 1713.The imprint ‘printed 

by the university-printers’ then meant that the facilities of the bible press in the Sheldonian Theatre 

had been leased to four members of the Stationers’ Company. John Baskett played a prominent 

part in these negotiations, and by 1713 he was holding the patent of Printer to Queen Anne as 

well as that of Printer to Oxford University. He frequently lacked the resources to give adequate 

funding to his double enterprise. Meanwhile the Courts were beginning to show their distaste for 
the royal prerogative’s interference with printing, saying that Baskett’s high prices and misprints 
were calculated to bring the exclusion of competition from this branch of the book trade into 
bad odour. 
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Nevertheless, this monopolistic arrangement survived Baskett’s death in 1742, and continued 
under his sons. An extension to the lease had already been informally agreed in 1764, despite vig- 
orous opposition from Charles Eyre. A contemporary pamphlet gives a picturesque account of 
the state of the Bible Press at the time: 

Mr Basket lived upon a genteel Private Fortune and neither understood nor gave any 
Attention to the business of Printing. He left it therefore to the Care of his Servants 
who employed the Presses in printing a Great Number of small Prayer-books in 
12mo for Foreign sale; so that what Mr Eyre alleged in his Memorial, was an indis- 
putable Fact — “That most of the Chappels in Oxford were supply’d with Folio and 
Quarto Prayer Books from Cambridge’. The Under Servants and Press Men were 

a set of idle Drunken Men, and the House appeared more like an Ale House than a 

Printing Room. 

After protracted negotiations, Mark Baskett’s lease of the Oxford privilege was not renewed 

nor did Convocation accept the bid from Charles Eyre who was about to become King’s Printer. 

The lease was instead awarded to Thomas Wright and William Gill, Stationers (in the sense of paper 

merchants) in the City of London. It was to run for a term of 14 years from Lady Day 1765, and 

clause 4 provided that within one year the lessees should supply copies of the prayer book collated 

with the sealed books referred to in the Act of Uniformity, and that ‘these and no other should be 

used in correcting the Books to be printed in virtue of this Lease, making due Allowance for 

modern variations in mere Orthography’. 

In that era of rising standards, it is scarcely surprising that after its expiry in 1779 the bible lease 

was replaced by a partnership between the Syndics of the Press and two printers: Archibald Harrison 

of Fleet Street, London, and William Jackson of the New Printing Office near Carfax in Oxford, 

who had already acted for some years as the Oxford agent of the previous lessees. The partnership 

was renewed from time to time by the consequences of death or retirement, until in 1838 Samuel 

Collingwood retired after 36 years. The Press advertised for a successor, and he too became a part- 

ner, but the old-style partnerships between the Press and outside firms were now a thing of the 

past. That advertisement had been a sign of the times, and subsequent Printers were full-time 

salaried officers of the University. 

Religious Societies 

Much of the prayer-book publishing, as distinct from printing, had long been taken over by the 

Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge, the Anglican religious society founded in 1698. In 

May 1705, Mr Edwards [a member] proposed a method of furnishing the Country Poor with Bibles and 

Common Prayer at the easiest Rates. From this modest beginning the SPCK became increasingly 

involved in prayer-book publishing, buying supplies of printed sheets in bulk for binding and sale 

to its own members and charity schools. It was however many years before the society’s name was 

included in the imprint on each title page. By 1745 the SPCK was a sufficiently important customer 

to examine Mr (Thomas) Baskett’s bibles for misprints, and in 1791 no less than 58 different prayer- 

book editions were listed in its catalogue, besides some in languages other than English. 

It was at a meeting of the Religious Tract Society (a different body) that the Reverend Thomas 

Charles of Bala reputedly made use of the story of Mary Jones and her struggle to obtain a Welsh 

bible in order to support his plea for a specialist Bible society. The suggestion met with such 
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enthusiastic support that the British and Foreign Bible Society was set up to produce and dis- 

tribute copies of holy scripture ‘without note or comment. + 

The resulting ‘enlarged circulation of the scriptures’ apparently led to a demand for more copies 

of the book of common prayer, and this raised a problem. The Bible Society itself (being inter- 

denominational) had adopted a constitution which precluded it from supplying Anglican prayer 

books. The obvious answer would have been to buy them from the SPCK. At that time however 

the SPCK was operating more like a co-operative book club than a modern publisher. Various 

evangelicals declared that they either could not or would not buy their prayer-books from such a 

society. Some are said to have disapproved of ‘the exceptionable tracts which formed the majority 

then on the Christian Knowledge list? whilst others claimed to have been blackballed when they 

applied for membership. Others again said that they just could not afford the entrance fee and 

annual subscription of two guineas. 

This growing dissatisfaction with the SPCK led a group of Anglican evangelicals to found a 

wholly new society. Its leaders were those office-bearers of the Bible Society who were also 

members of the Church of England. The Prayer Book and Homily Society was thus founded on 

20 May 1812 at the Freemasons’ Tavern in Great Queen Street, London. The PBHS has largely 

escaped the notice of historians, and its only surviving records are incomplete series of printed 

annual reports in the British Library and the Bodleian. Its staple publications were the book of 

common prayer and the homilies which had been officially issued as model sermons in 1542 and 

1571. Being specifically Anglican, these books were also outside the declared scope of the Bible 

Society. 

For the SPCK in England, the nineteenth century had begun quietly, and its biggest publish- 

ing adventures were the stereotyping of the book of common prayer, followed by the Welsh bible 

with all the complex negotiations needed in.order to revise the orthography of the text. 

Meanwhile the pendulum of moderate church opinion was beginning to swing back towards 

the SPCK and thus away from the Bible Society and its associate. Both the Bible Society and the 

SPCK have however continued to flourish; the one casualty from the years of rivalry was that the 

Homily Society soon became redundant and faded away. 

Unofficial prayer books 

At the last count, there appear to have been some 218 unofficial ‘issues’ (editions and/or impres- 

sions) of the book of common prayer between 1707 and 1898. The only significance of those 

two years is that most of the known books in this genre appeared between them. This total excludes 

publications by the King’s Printers for Scotland and Ireland, or by nominees of the King’s Printers 

for England (frequent between 1800 and 1820); antiquarian versions of (say) 1549 and other early 

prayer books, and prayer books in shorthand. Certain categories stand out. One is the number of 

editions produced by well-loved provincial printers to show that they were capable of something 

more demanding than the jobbing work that was their normal bread and butter. There are also 
such titles as A new & correct edition... of the book of common prayer... in which certain alterations & amend- 
ments are most humbly offered by a priest of the same church. You have to read with close attention to 
discover what the amendments were for. Was the compiler a crypto-Unitarian or a crypto- 
Methodist, or an earnestly orthodox Anglican who merely thought that the existing book could 
be made more user-friendly by a bit of rearrangement or simplification? 
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Nothing dismissive was implied by the exclusion of ‘antiquarian versions of other early editions’ 
for they later came to be of special significance. The first flurry of interest in Anglican liturgical 
history occurred between the last days of Oliver Cromwell and the appearance of the 1662 prayer 
book For many years the only comparative study of the earlier books was that written in 1659 
by Hamon VEstrange: The alliance of divine offices, even though LEstrange died before the appear- 
ance of 1662 and yet no one bothered to bring his book up to date in any of the three subse- 
quent editions. It was perhaps another by-product of the Oxford Movement that in 1844 William 
Pickering published an authoritative modern luxury edition of seven historic English prayer 
books, ranging from 1549 to 1662, including Merbecke’s book of common prayer noted (1550) & the 
Scottish Book of 1637.This seemed to open the floodgates and after that scarcely a year passed 

without some scholarly or quasi-scholarly edition of past liturgies from the Reformation 
onwards. 

Just about then, the ancient but dormant Convocations of the Church of England revived and 

began to transact actual business; Canterbury in 1852 and York in 1861. Within another ten 

years they had successfully introduced one or two modest adjustments to make church services 

less tedious. Daring spirits who had read the historic liturgies were beginning to rediscover the 

forgotten glories of past worship and to realise that even the 1662 prayer book had its limitations. 

By the end of the nineteenth century, when the demand for cheap unofficial prayer books was 

being more easily satisfied from Scotland rather than English provincial presses, prayer-book reform 

began to sound both desirable and even feasible. Not only had the American Episcopal Church 

produced its own version of the prayer book as recently as 1790, but it was planning to issue a 

centenary revision in 1892. Anglo-Catholics, Evangelicals, and Modernists all wanted to influ- 

ence future liturgical reform, but they realised that the Church of England would first need some 

degree of self-government. 

The American Book of Common Prayer 

Throughout the first two centuries of its existence, the book of common prayer was as familiar in 

North America as in England, even though its use was rarely compulsory and many settlers had 

conscientious reasons for preferring to worship in other ways. This means that the English prayer 

book has an honoured place in American literary history and is well represented in American 

libraries. The one authenticated example of a pre-revolutionary American edition in the English 

language is the single surviving copy of William Bradford’s New York edition of 1710. This is 

described here in the final entry (1710/9) for that year. Any possible doubt about its authenticity 

is countered by the existence of several copies of Bradford’s other book of common prayer, a 

Mohawk translation of 1715 (here given the fortuitous but memorable serial number 111:1). 

Technically of course, Bradford’s English-language edition was in breach of copyright, whereas 

translations were permissible. Perhaps it is doubly surprising that there is no record either of 

proceedings taken against him, nor, in a century of growing resentment against colonial restric- 

tions, do there appear to have been any other pirated American editions before the War of 

Independence. 

Bradford himself was a Philadelphia man who returned to his native city in 1712 and began 

publishing the American Weekly Mercury there in 1719. There were frequent advertisements for 

‘Books lately imported from London’, usually including ‘Common-Prayer Books, ... all well bound, 
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of the latest Edition, most of which have been very Scarce’. He did not have the trade to himself; 

other printer-booksellers made similar offers, as did some drapers and general dealers. In 1766, 

David Hall, who had taken over the business founded by Benjamin Franklin, asked his London 

associate for 60 of the smallest size prayer-books bound in red morocco — ‘No Blue’ — and 

‘a dozen of Basket’s Quarto Bibles, the largest print, with the Common Prayer, Apocrypha, 

Concordance, and Church Psalms’. The following year, his rival William Bradford HI, was ordering 

43 books of common prayer of varying sizes ranging in price from nine to eighteen shillings; the 

next year there were 66 prayer books in ten styles and ten dozen metrical psalters. It seems that 

most titles in general fields, even the most popular literary works, were ordered in quantities ranging 

from a single copy to half a dozen, bibles and prayer books, schoolbooks, children’s books, and 

chapbooks were rarely asked for in lots of less than a dozen, and sometimes as many as three gross. 

Philadelphia was in many ways untypical, being the cradle of the American prayer book, but 

these statistics give some indication of the vigorous book trade between England and her North 

American colonies. This may also explain how it can still be possible for American libraries to 

hold the only surviving copies of English prayer-book editions that are no longer to be found in 

their land of origin. Such entries form a vital part of this bibliography, but its usefulness depends 

even more heavily on the American editions of the Protestant Episcopal Book of Common 

Prayer itself. 

There are isolated American entries for 1786/9, 1789/8, and 1791/18. After that, a group of 

American editions concludes the section for almost every year from 1793 onwards. Whereas the 

English-language American entries are grouped separately at the end of each annual section, the 

translations of the American book of common prayer are included with the English in a single 

alphabetical series with a numbered section for each language. 

Whatever the original intentions of the Episcopal Church (see the entry for 1786/9), ‘free trade’ 

soon became customary for American prayer-book publishing, subject since 1801 to the inspection 

and approval of each printer’s diocesan bishop, which usually appears on the reverse of the title page. 

A long gap between that date and the date of issue on the title-page imprint suggests that some 

stereo plates must have remained in use for many years and been replicated in diverse parts of the 

United States. There appears to be no way of ensuring that these American lists are complete, since 

they were necessarily based on the examination of surviving copies without (as yet) any archival 

check on the printers concerned. 

Three consecutive series of catalogues list every American publication from the earliest times to 

the late 1840s. These provide ‘search-lists’ to ensure that all the early editions are accounted for in 

the bibliography, and their numbers are quoted as part of each entry. There appear to be a few 

omissions, almost always of extra stereo editions from plates which were already known. From 

then until recent times, the only wide-ranging catalogues accessible to me have been the National 

Union Catalog, and the Catalog of the New York Public Library, together with the working cata- 

logues of other principal libraries. 

If English experience is any guide, a search of archives might yield a wider view of the potential 

field, but it would have to be a sustained study carried out within the records of numerous indi- 
vidual firms of printers and publishers. Indeed the only relevant production figures that have so 
far come to light are the export records of the English privileged presses competing in the American 
market. Other sources for twentieth century American material might be available within the

Episcopal Church itself, in the records of (say) the Church Pension Fund, the Church Hymnal 
Corporation, or the Seabury Press. The General Convention of 1892 established the new office of 
Custodian of the Standard Book of Common Prayer, charged with the duty of inspecting each 
new edition and certifying its accuracy by a printed statment on the verso of the title page. The 
Custodian’s Collection now forms part of the official Archives of the Episcopal Church, which 
no doubt includes other material which would be of use to future bibliographers. 

The pages of American prayer books have always been numbered. In 1892, when legislating 
for the new Standard Edition, the General Convention enacted that each size and format of each 
prayer book should conform to the same standard pagination (except for those smaller than 
32mo or noted for music). 

The American contribution to prayer-book studies has various facets. An impressive range of 
specialist libraries (not all of them seminaries) incorporate major collections built around the book 
of common prayer, and beyond them there is a deep concern for its collection and conservation 

as one of the world’s rare books with a special relevance to American history. This study itself 

could not have been compiled without ready access to a score of American libraries and American 

scholars, since our two national prayer books owe so much to the cross-fertilisation which marks 

their joint history. 

Some statistics 

It may be helpful to offer some estimate of the total number of books that fall within the scope of 

this study. The arithmetic seems to work out something like this: 

1549-1640 350

The figures in the table are estimated numbers of issues (whether editions or impressions), and the 

xasterisk for the final period of English-language books reflects the difficulty of recording undated 

copies. The total includes at least 1,000 American publications from the [Protestant] Episcopal 

Church and its sister churches in Brazil and elsewhere (say 950 English-language books and 50 

translations). It is probably simpler and safer to reckon on some 5000 editions/impressions all told. 

It is far more difficult to estimate the total number of copies produced or in circulation, as our 

only reliable information relates to particular places and printers. As to the size of editions, the 

(London) Stationers’ Company decreed as far back as 1587 that grammars, prayer books, and cate- 

chisms might have four impressions annually, each of 2,500 or 3,000 copies, instead of half those 

numbers for ordinary books. The full entitlement was not always printed, and it has been suggested 

that in any case these (fairly generous) preferential limits were intended to apply only to very small 

books. On the other hand, the tract Scintilla of 1641 referred specifically to impressions of ‘London 

Common prayers in 24’ as being in impressions of 4000, and to folios, quartos, and 16mos, all in 

3000s. There must have been a startling change in course of the next century because exactly 
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100 years later the Cambridge Syndics authorised a printing of 6,000 nonpareil prayer books, 

plus 12,000 services-only to be bound up with bibles. 

These production figures were to quadruple before the end of the eighteenth century, both at 

Oxford and at Cambridge, and the advent of the Stanhope press made for another increase, more 

noticeable at Oxford than at Cambridge. Thus the number of issues from the three English privi- 

leged presses increased from a (statistically convenient) total of 100 in the decade 1801-10 to 155 

twenty years later and 239 for the 1850s, reducing by about half to 121 in the decade 1861-70. 

Meanwhile the number of unofficial editions had been rising from 11 in 1801-10 to a peak of 

44 in 1841-50. 

Of the English Privileged Presses, the then King’s Printers (Robert Barker and the assigns of 

John Bill) had their best year ever as far back as 1639, with 16 issues, whilst their second best was 

1704 with ten. Throughout the nineteenth century their successors at Eyre & Spottiswoode were 

usually a poor third to the two university presses. Cambridge’s best year was 1839 with 12 issues, 

whilst Oxford peaked in 1851 with 20 (compared with a surprising 15 Oxford issues as long 

before as 1682). 

These figures take no account of print runs. Did Eyre & Spottiswoode perhaps print longer 

runs of fewer books? There is a partial answer to that question, because two parliamentary select 

committees examined all the privileged presses (including Scotland & Ireland) in 1837 and 1848. 

Their reports give comparative tables for all five presses over various years between 1821 and 1847. 

The output of Eyre & Spottiswoode varied between a maximum of 33,500 prayer-book copies in 

1825 and a minimum of only 5,000 two years later, with a total of 1,464,690 copies for the ten-year 

period 1836-46. Cambridge varied between 127,000 copies in 1836—7 and a mere 1,000 [sic] in 

1848-9, and a ten-year total of 591,600 for 1836/46, of which 57,870 were still unsold. Meanwhile 

Oxford’s maximum rose to 416,000 prayer books in the single year 1853, as compared with their 

minimum of 105,000 in 1830.The Oxford ten-year total for 1836-46 was 2,548,650. Those ten 

years were the only period in which the three presses offered reports on identical periods, and 

even here Cambridge’s mention of unsold copies raises the same question about the Queen’s 

Printers and the Oxford Press. The Scottish and Irish statistics are so few and scattered that no 

generalisations can be made and the figures are noted only in the bibliography itself. 

Across the Atlantic, the increase began later because the Anglo-American War of 1812 had delayed 

the introduction of stereotyping by about ten years. The corresponding figures from the Episcopal 

Church rose from 26 issues in 1801-10 to 175 in 1841-50, followed again by a falling-off. The world 

peak year for issues of English-language prayer-books seems to have been 1850, since when 

production has steadily declined. , 

In the more esoteric world of foreign-language translations, the peak came as late as 1889, with 

no fewer than 15 new versions. Other good years were 1876, 1912, 1914, and (surprisingly) 1916, 

each with 14 new versions, besides the usual reissues of old ones. 

Our estimated global total of 1,000 impressions for the twentieth century is little more than a 
guess, because the only available figures usually relate to particular editions rather than whole 
programmes. It may well be possible to prepare a more realistic estimate, but unlikely that more 

adequate statistics will contradict the general conclusion that prayer-book production has been 
in decline for a century and a half, despite the occasional surges connected with the introduc- 
tion of revisions or proposed revisions of the Book of Common Prayer itself. 
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PRAYER BOOK TRANSLATIONS 
The history of the Book of Common Prayer has both a beginning and a middle. Whether it is yet 
near its end may still be a matter of controversy, although it now seems unlikely that there will be 
many more new translations. The growth of new liturgies means that the prayer book has already 
lost its former status as a focus of unity within the family of churches now known as the Anglican 
Communion. The present is a good moment to examine how and why translations of the English 
prayer book came to be circulated in so many languages: first a trickle, then a flood, and finally 
a trickle once more. The flood came when the Church of England was becoming the nucleus of 
a world-wide confession and the demand had arisen for verbatim translations into languages other 
than English. This process passed almost without remark. Scholars, librarians and booksellers have 
tended to regard these versions as occasional oddities rather than documents with a continuous 
and verifiable history in both the Church and the book trade. There were eventually some 1200 

editions (perhaps 2000 issues) in both classical and vernacular languages. Some were among the 

earliest printed texts in lesser-known languages. 

There is something essentially Anglican about the whole idea of translating a prayer book. The 

catholic and orthodox churches believe in liturgical worship according to an accepted text, whereas 

protestants have always stressed the principle of comprehensible worship in the vernacular. Until 

the Second Vatican Council, the churches of the Anglican Communion were unique in pursuing 

both objects at once by reproducing prescribed texts in a wide range of languages. 

This happened for three main reasons. Some were produced to meet the needs of linguistic 

minorities within the British Isles; some were intended to commend Anglican worship to other 

Christian churches; most were produced in order to further overseas mission. There have also been 

two minor reasons: their ‘apologetic’ use has included their publication for the dynastic purpose 

of promoting royal marriages, and a few have been produced as a purely literary exercise. Some 

of these reasons overlap within the history of a single version, as with French, which has at various 

times been used for all five. 

Even within the jurisdiction of the English Crown, that vernacular would not necessarily have 

been English. There were French-speakers in ‘Calyce’ and the Channel Islands, and Welsh-speakers 

in Wales and the Marches, as well as some Cornishmen who spoke only Cornish. Beyond the scope 

of the Tudor Acts of Uniformity were other Celtic minorities in Scotland, Ireland, and the Isle of 

Man, for whom vernacular prayer books would not be available for many years. 

An unofficial Latin translation was published at Leipzig in 1551 (87:1), and an authorised French 

version appeared in London in 1553 (36:1). Both are reputed to have circulated on the Continent 

in order to demonstrate the nature and the extent of the English Reformation. The evidence would 

in practice have proved unreliable because there were marked textual differences between the 

English originals of the two books. Whereas the Latin book of 1551 had been based on the First 

(or 1549) prayer book of King Edward VI, the French book of 1553 was derived from the Second 

Book of 1552. Thus the version circulating in Latin was catholic in tone, whereas the French 

book was decidedly protestant. 

After the brief reversion to Roman Catholicism during the reign of Queen Mary I (1553-8), 

a third English book of common prayer was authorised for use from 24 June 1559. A year marek 

Queen Elizabeth I issued letters patent authorising the use of a Latin prayer book in the univer- 

sities of Oxford and Cambridge and the colleges of Eton and Winchester, and (more surprisingly) 
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exhorting all clergymen (whether they knew Latin or not) to make use of it for their private 

worship. This Latin version of 1560 (87:3) therefore had some legakauthority, although the pro- 

visions of the letters patent were not incorporated into a statute until the new Act of Uniformity 

in 1662. The wording was then amended to replace the vague reference to clergy by a specific 

mention of Latin prayers to be used by the two Convocations of Canterbury and York. 

In 1563, Parliament passed An Act for the translating of the bible and divine service into the Welsh 

Tongue (5 Eliz. I, c. 28), which prepared the way for the first Welsh prayer book of 1567 (192:2). 

The salient clauses of the 1563 Act were also incorporated into the 1662 Act of Uniformity 

(14 Charles II, c. 4). Among the provisions of both acts was a requirement that the four Welsh 

diocesan bishops and the Bishop of Hereford should agree among themselves to certify the accur- 

acy of the Welsh version. Only in that one language was there provision to legalise a specific text. 

The Latin book of 1669 (87:10) rested upon similar authority, but with no machinery to regulate 

subsequent editions. Otherwise the translations of the prayer book have always had an ambiguous 

status. Although their use had been authorized by law, nothing was done to ensure their accuracy, 

nor to encourage or subsidize their production. Some show of legal recognition was however 

given to the French version of the 1662 Book of Common Prayer (36:4), intended for use both 

by the French-speaking churches in the Channel Islands and also by the ‘conforming’ Huguenot 

congregations on the English mainland. When this version first appeared, the prelims included a 

certificate signed by the Secretary of State. This conferred a virtual copyright on Dean Jean Durel, 

the editor, subject only to the approval of the domestic chaplain to the Bishop of London (signi- 

fied at the foot of the same page). This was a near equivalent to the Roman Catholic nihil obstat 

and imprimatur, but the precedent was not followed with other versions. 

Once these definitive Welsh and French versions of the 1662 prayer book had been published 

(in 1664 and 1665 respectively) the civil authorities took no further direct interest in their accuracy. 

King James II even caused his Secretary of State to write formally to the Archbishop of Canterbury 

complaining that the French book was not as exactly done as it ought to be, and in many perticulars 

[sic] differs very much from the English as it stands now by law Established. Our will and Pleasure is that 

you forthwith give Order for revising correcting and supplying the whole translation as soon as conveniently 

may be, and then reprinting the same with your Approbation and Licence. The wording suggests that 

neither Crown nor Parliament would take responsibility for initiating or financing the necessary 

revision (which did not take place for many years). This was the last flicker of official interest in 

prayer-book translation outside the domestic structures of the church itself. Nevertheless the suc- 

cessors of the five bishops designated in the Act of Uniformity went on laboriously accepting 

responsibility for the Welsh text until as late as 1841 (192:53). 

King James left no record of his specific objections, but perhaps he had noticed that the French 

text of Holy Communion ignored two peculiarities of the English original. In the Roman Mass, 

the Nicene Creed affirmed belief in unam sanctam catholicam & apostolicam ecclesiam. The word Holy 

had been omitted from the English version from 1549 onwards, but the omission was overlooked by 

both Frangois Philippe (36:1) and Pierre de Laune (36:2), the two principal translators into French. 
The same was true of Latin 1560 (87:3) and 1669 (87:10), Spanish 1623 (162:1), and Greek 1638 
(45:2). comparable idiosyncrasy occurred in the Gloria, where the 1552 book of common prayer 
introduced a repetitive clause absent in the Latin original. This too was ignored by all the versions 
listed above which retained the traditional text. Even in 1821, when Samuel Bagster had corrected 
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all the Glorias in his Liturgia Octoglotta (136), four of his eight chosen languages still included the 
extra sanctam in the Nicene Creed. 

Before the Restoration of the monarchy in 1660, there had been two or three isolated episcopal 
pronouncements about prayer-book translations, but none concerning either contents or produc- 
tion. In 1552, Archbishop Cranmer had concerned himself with the need both to have a French 
version and to reward its translators. Eighty years later, in 1634—5, William Laud was unsuccess- 
fully trying to enforce the use of ‘the English Liturgie in Dutch or French’ in the Huguenot 
churches of Canterbury, Sandwich and Maidstone. A year later still, Archbishop Richard Neile of 
York was making similar demands on the tiny Huguenot congregation at Sandtoft in the Isle of 
Axholme, and enquiring whether the King’s Printer could ‘be commanded to imprint them in 
both languages’ There is no evidence that any books were specially printed. 

It will be recalled that the French version authorised for the Savoy Chapel and other French 

‘conforming’ churches included a Royal Warrant countersigned by the Domestic Chaplain to the 

Bishop of London.This was a reminder that the Bishop of London claimed an ex officio jurisdiction 

over English churches overseas. In that capacity Bishop Henry Compton of London later gave his 

formal approbation to some French and Dutch versions. It was ironic that after he had approved 

an issue of the Dutch book in 1711 (31:4), its text was called in question by higher authority. 

Thomas Tenison, then Archbishop of Canterbury, chanced to be browsing through a copy of 

the book during his convalescence from some illness. As it was a diglot with Dutch and English 

in parallel columns, he had little difficulty in checking the text. Its deviations seemed to the 

archbishop to be so flagrant that he ordered the entire stock to be destroyed on the grounds 

of heresy; those who know the Church of England will not be surprised that it took five years 

for his order to be carried out. Nothing so spectacular ever happened again. The Welsh bishops 

continued to exercise (by deputy) their periodic checks on the Welsh text, and the Bishop 

of Winchester later assumed editorial responsibility for the French books circulating in the 

Channel Islands. 

Unofficial Welsh Printings 

Most official Welsh prayer books were issued by one or other of the Privileged Presses, usually 

at the instigation of the SPCK, which was deeply interested in Wales. Despite the number of 

printings, there were never enough books to meet the demand, and about thirty unofficial issues 

appeared between 1687 and 1823. Well over half of them were published between 1700 and 1788 

by a close-knit group of Shrewsbury printer-booksellers who specialised in Welsh literature. The 

significance of Shrewsbury in this context is that in a country as mountainous as Wales there 

is no obvious centre of population equally accessible to all parts of the Principality. Shrewsbury has 

however been a major distribution centre for Welsh books, as it had been for manuscripts before 

them. 

The typical Shrewsbury prayer-book was a duodecimo of about 450 unnumbered pages, gathered 

in eights and printed in two columns of long primer. It usually followed the revised London text 

of 1710 (192:15) and incorporated the metrical psalter in a separate series at the end. Notwith- 

standing contemporary complaints about the quality of their work, the Shrewsbury printers used 

the same type as their London contemporaries: it was ‘low-priced, second rate, and Dutch’. It may 

also have been second hand. 
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The inter-relationship between the Shrewsbury books is complex, as can be seen from the 

collations recorded below in the Bibliography, and it would be easy to exaggerate the relative 

importance of prayer books within the general Shrewsbury trade in Welsh books. The eighteenth 

Century Short Title Catalogue lists 499 titles with a Shrewsbury imprint during the century 

1701-1800. Even including doubtful issues, the number of prayer books among them is only 

nineteen; only one was among the 165 books published in the last twenty years of the century. 

Huguenot Booksellers 

The principal market for French prayer books came from the congregations of the ‘conforming’ 

Huguenot churches. A dozen or so churches had been licensed by the Bishop of London to conduct 

their worship in French but according to the Book of Common Prayer. Their number fluctuated 

over the years, but in 1700 there were seven in London and nine scattered around the provinces, all 

of them in coastal towns south of a line running from the Wash to the Bristol Channel. 

About twelve French issues of the prayer book were published between its revision in 1665 and 

the end of the century. The first two came from Geneva (36:4), and the 1667 book (36:6) from 

John Dunmore and Octavian Pulleyn the younger, two London printers with French interests. 

Although the first Huguenot booksellers had been established in the Strand as early as 1685, their 

names did not appear in any prayer-book imprint before 1703; the work was still in the hands of 

non-specialist firms trading in the City of London. 

These Huguenot family firms were booksellers and publishers rather than printers. In Tudor 

times such Huguenot printers as Gaultier and Vautrollier had settled in England as refugees, but 

they had had no obvious successors. No printers are listed among the occupations of aliens resi- 

dent in London in 1593, 1627, 1635 or 1639, nor are any eighteenth century printers listed 

among the beneficiaries of La Providence, the French Protestant Hospital founded in 1718. 

Otherwise it is not known who printed the eighteenth century Huguenot prayer books. 

A process of assimilation with other Londoners had already led the Huguenot community to 

move away from the Strand and towards other parts of Westminster. Then came a decline in their 

demand for French prayer books, which were no longer needed by immigrant congregations in 

the London ‘conforming churches’. Anglicans of Huguenot descent began to worship in English 

in their parish churches; those who still preferred French tended to use the rites of the French 

Reformed Church. Although there was a continuing demand for the book of common prayer in 

French, it no longer came from the Huguenot community, nor could it still have been met by 

Huguenot booksellers. 

The Bagster Polyglot 

The commercial market for prayer-book versions was transformed in 1821, when Samuel Bagster 

issued his Liturgia Anglicana Octoglotta in large quarto at £2.10s. The eight languages were Latin, 

French, Greek, Spanish, Italian, German, Modern Greek and English. An ingenious table at the 

end showed which various combinations of any two languages were on sale in Pocket Size (‘pearl 
demy 12°), price ten shillings, or Minute Form (‘pearl demy 32”), price unstated. Even this did not 
exhaust the enterprise of Mr Bagster as publisher. He also offered a wide choice in octavo: the com- 
plete work; five separate octavo tetraglots in various combinations; or any of a range of twenty- 
seven potential diglots. 
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Samuel Bagster’s autobiography describes how in 1786, just before his fourteenth birthday, he 
had been apprenticed for seven years to William Otridge, bookseller, of 134 The Strand (misspelt 
Osridge in Pendred’s Directory of the previous year). Otridge ‘had not a large trade, it chiefly was 
a dealing in old books and remainders of editions. Bagster set up in business on his own at 81 
Strand at the age of twenty-one, and stayed there until moving to Paternoster Row in 1816. 

Bagster aimed to stereotype lengthy texts, such as the bible, the new testament, and the book 
of common prayer in eight languages, using roman, fraktur and greek script. His autobiography 
gives few details of his working methods, although it does mention his formal visit to Windsor to 
present King George IV with an octoglot book of common prayer (still preserved in the Royal 
Library there). It also mentions a disastrous fire on 1 and 2 March 1822, which destroyed the stock 

and stereotype plates at Paternoster Row. Most surviving copies of his Octoglot are dated before 

the fire, but imprints of 1825 and 1829 can be found. 

Both Samuel Bagster and his son were keen evangelical Christians, and their interest was more 

in the bible than in the prayer book. They circumvented the Crown Copyright on the Authorised 

Version by including marginal notes in their bibles, but seem to have issued the book of common 

prayer as it stood. The only translation which remained in print beyond the end of the century was 

Latin (eventually shared with the SPCK), which was revised in 1906 and continued to sell until 

the Second World War. 

Readers and Writers 

The names of all known translators, editors, and revisers have been recorded in the Bibliography, 

and are repeated alphabetically in Index 2. They number about 550, and it is difficult to make 

any direct correlation with the number of languages. Some translators have remained anonymous 

and others (named or unnamed) are known to have worked in teams. Some versions (e.g. Latin, 

French and Welsh) lasted almost as long as the English original, whereas others (e.g. Hausa, Irish, 

Italian and Tamil) have each attracted a whole succession of translators. 

This raises at once the question of quality. It seems reasonable to suppose some such principle 

as the survival of the fittest, which is borne out by the historian of the Welsh version, who says 

that 

No Welsh student of the Welsh Prayer Book is able to point to any word or sentence 

where it could be maintained that the Welsh fails to give faithfully the mind of the 

English original. 

He adds that the periodic official revisions applied only to the orthography of proper names 

and not to the language itself. (This was of course before the revision of 1984). 

On the other hand, the most recent historian of the SPCK was under no illusions about the 

quality of some of the Society’s versions: 

Probably the early versions in new missions were often very bad. The pioneers’ 

knowledge of the language was imperfect and their native helpers were slow to 

criticise their efforts. With improved linguistic knowledge continual revisions were 

necessary, which shows how expensive this side of the Society’s work must be. 

He might justly have remarked the underlying difficulty of attempting to capture in another 

language the idiosyncratic Englishness of the style. In the admirable words of one of Jane Austen’s 

anti-heroes: 
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Our liturgy... has beauties, which not even a careless, slovenly style of reading can 

destroy; but it also has redundancies and repetitions, which require good reading 

not to be felt. 

Some fourteen versions were in print at the end of the eighteenth century, before the great 

expansion began, and it is possible to make some generalisations about the men who translated 

them. The largest single group were the scholars. These included four heads of colleges from 

Cambridge and two from Oxford, together with one (Oxford) Laudian Professor of Arabic 

(Edward Pococke). Their choice of Latin (87:8, 87:10) and Greek (45:1, 45:3) was scarcely 

surprising; Arabic (8:1, 8:2) and Portuguese (137:1) were less predictable. The only scholar outside 

an university was William Salesbury, the Welsh lawyer and lexicographer, who produced the origi- 

nal versions in his native tongue (192:1, 192:2). 

A second group were the local bishops and clergy who translated the other versions in Celtic 

languages of the British Isles: e.g. Welsh (192:4), Irish (64:1), and Manx (105:1), but just then an 

heroic missionary age that was about to open. This followed the revision of the East India Company’s 

charter in 1813 which removed the legal barriers to missionary contact between the Anglican 

clergy and the peoples of India. There was indeed a parallel in the life and death (from apoplexy) 

of Bishop Reginald Heber of Calcutta. He too died prematurely in the mission field, having 

begun to translate one prayer book (9:1) and promoted the translation of another (169:5). There 

were naturally many bishops (marked > in Index 2), and even among them were at least two 

indigenous Christians. In 1850 Bishop Samuel Adjai Crowther of Nigeria produced a version in 

Yoruba (196:1), many times reissued, and then (a full century later, in 1957) Ezra Martinson, 

Assistant Bishop of Accra, published the first Twi prayer book (184:1) for use among the Ashanti 

people of Ghana. The last two surnames demonstrate how difficult it can be to pick out the 

‘native missionaries’ from the roll of translators, because they had so often assumed European names. 

A wholly arbitrary sample demonstrates both the variety of authorship and the danger of making 

generalisations. Index 2 includes no less than nine translators surnamed Williams. On examination 

Channing Moore Williams proves to have been aVirginian who became the first American mission- 

ary bishop in Japan; Eleazer was a Mohawk Indian; Morris, Moses and Peter Williams were all 

Welsh scholars and editors; Percy Temple Williams (also Welsh) was a missionary of the Melanesian 

Mission; Pythias James Williams a Nigerian; Thomas Williams a SPG missionary and orientalist; 

William Leonard Williams had trained as a surgeon and later became the first Bishop of Waiapu 

in New Zealand. 

Another sample might be the women from the list: two wives in Canada collaborated with their 

husbands (Jane Ridley — Zimshian 198:1 and Daisy Walton — Coastal Cree 20:2). Mabel Baker 

and Katharine Ritsert were two CMS missionaries in Africa. Miss Baker produced the Nkore 

version for Uganda in 1924 (122:1) and in Nigeria Miss Ritsert did the same for Nupe in 1955 

(126:3). Meanwhile in Burma Miss May Stileman of the Bible Churchmen’s Missionary Society 

was translating the Shan book of 1964 (153:1) 

What no sampling process would necessarily reveal is that the Hawaiian version (50:1) was the 

work of King Kamehameha IV of the Sandwich Islands, nor that the Italian book of 1849 (66:10) 
was probably edited by a Cambridge undergraduate. It is perhaps appropriate that Cecil Stansfeld 
Ravington, a member of the printing and publishing family, should have been responsible for two 
translations, (Kannada 72:2 and Marathi 107:7), but perhaps sad that both had to be printed in 
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India by non-Rivington presses. It was far sadder that at least one translator besides Bishop 
Patteson and one editor should have come to a violent end. Henry Valentine Connolly of the 
Madras Civil Service was ‘felled by a band of fanatics’ in 1855 while Collector of Malabar, but is 
remembered here because in 1838 he had translated the prayer book into Kannada (2:))e Then 
in 1882, Professor E.H. Palmer was captured and murdered by Arabs near Suez, and his draft 
corrections for the new Arabic book (8:8) were recovered from his baggage and put into effect. 

The Ecumenical Factor 

A more positive feature of translation work is the extent of ecumenical co-operation. Reference 

has already been made to the number of continental protestants (usually Lutherans) who became mis- 

sionaries of the CMS. It is by no means clear which Arabic scholars were Christians (of whatever 

denomination) and which (like the occasional rabbi) helped the work of scholarship without 

converting to Christianity. It is hard to avoid the impression that the inter-church co-operation of 

former centuries was literary rather than strictly ecumenical. However, even literary co-operation 

is a sign of good relations in the mission field and it was frequently reinforced by the way in which 

various mission presses have undertaken work for other denominations. 

Perhaps the paradox is that when ecumenism reaches the point of institutional church unity (e.g. 

in the Indian Sub-Continent), the need for new Anglican translations ceases abruptly. However, 

the continuing demand for reissues of Anglican books within the territory of united churches is 

sometimes surprisingly high, but potential translators soon become absorbed in drafting new 

liturgies for the united churches themselves. 

The Role of the Individual 

This brief account of some prayer-book translators may have drawn attention to another apparent 

paradox. Such well-known Bible versions as the Greek Septuagint and the English Authorised 

Version of 1611 were co-operative enterprises involving many dozens of scholars. Most prayer- 

book translations have been individual productions, revised by other individuals. No doubt the 

Book of Common Prayer is by biblical standards a small and homogeneous work, incorporating 

much scriptural material already translated for use in the Bible. 

The British and Foreign Bible Society and the World Bible Societies have published excellent 

catalogues of their vernacular material, and these show a similar pattern of individual authorship. 

There are two reasons: first that they often resemble the prayer book in being ‘second-order’ 

translations, perhaps from English to a vernacular rather than from ancient primary sources to a 

modern language, and secondly that (like many prayer-book versions) they may be ‘portions’ 

rather than the complete work. 

There have nevertheless been occasional solo efforts by expatriates within very recent years, e.g. 

Noel Sandford’s Hausa book of 1968 (49:5) or Bishop Peter Howes’s Land Dayak version of 1970 

(26:3 26:4). Only in 1977 did Dr C.E. Fox die, still active in his hundredth year, having dominated 

Melanesian philology since the turn of the century, and personally written the versions in Gela (39:8), 

Mota (113:6), and the San Cristoval dialects of Arosi (145:1) and Fagani (147:1), a record never 

equalled even in the heroic days of nineteenth century missionary enterprise. Despite the growth 

of translation by committees, individual scholars remained important in many languages and 

dialects. 
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The Readership 

It is hard to know how best to refer to the users of prayer-book translations. The books were 

certainly sold, usually at subsidised prices, and yet their users were not always ‘customers’ — for the 

sale might have been to the congregation which lent the book to a worshipper or to a godparent 

who gave it to a child. Nor would every recipient have been a reader, for many prayer books are 

treated as artefacts of piety rather than a means to either study or devotion. For example, some 

of Mr Bagster’s little books in ‘minute form’ may have been given away as curiosities. 

This having been said, the potential ‘readership’ was still far from obvious. There is a continuing 

mystery about the Latin books issued in the eighteenth and early nineteenth centuries, and about 

the actual ‘readership’ of the SPCK’s Levantine versions of the mid-nineteenth century. There are 

also surprises when linguistic minorities are traced to unexpected places. Who would have expected 

a German colony in County Limerick (40:2) or Japanese-speaking Anglicans in Canada (67:16)? 

The annual reports of the Prayer-Book & Homily Society record having sent German prayer- 

books to a colony in southern Russia in 1834. From 1883 onwards, the SPCK annual reports 

regularly record such overseas grants as Spanish for London Docks (1883), Danish for Ontario 

(1886), and Italian for Clerkenwell and Tunis (1887). 1891 listed Dutch for the lepers in Robben 

Island; Zulu for the captives on St Helena; Spanish(!) for the Falkland Islands and Italian for the 

stonemasons at Grampound Road and Bodmin in Cornwall. Others include Dutch for Shetland 

(1897) and German for Dublin and Canada (1901). 

Many versions were used by students of languages, not all of whom were aspiring missionaries. 

In the Preface to his Liturgia Octoglotta, Samuel Bagster wrote: 

Another advantage likely to accrue to the Philological Student from the perusal of 

works of this nature, is the facility of acquiring new Languages in a work, the sub- 

ject of which is, generally, well known. 

Two examples might stand for many more. Michael Honywood, Dean of Lincoln after the 

Restoration, presented the cathedral with a notable collection of printed books. They included 

the principal extant versions of the book of common prayer, bought either to assist his study of 

foreign languages or to further his interest in comparative liturgy. The Ladies of Llangollen 

presented General Arthur Wellesley with a Spanish prayer book to help him learn the language 

whilst on his way to the Peninsular War. 

When the Duke of Wellington first went to Spain he had from adverse winds, a 

much longer passage than usual, during which with a copy of this Liturgy and a 

common Spanish Grammar he made himself master of the Language, so much 

indeed that as his Grace himself told me, he was surprised to find that he could 

make out nearly the whole of a speech addressed to him on landing. 

Perhaps those ‘Ladies of Llangollen’ had a special interest in such books, bearing in mind that one 

of the lesser treasures in Lambeth Palace Library is an Italian version of 1796 (66:4) inscribed 

‘The gift of the Lady Eleanor Butler & Miss Ponsonby Monday June the 24 1811’. It would be 
interesting to know what kind of story that book might tell. At the very least, it is a reminder 
that many of the prayer books in this bibliography were preserved as ‘association copies’ saved 
because they had once belonged to famous people. 

OK Ok 
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In this bibliography the translations of the book of common prayer (whether English or American) 
are listed as a separate series. Each language or dialect has a separate section, numbered in bold 
in a single alphabetical order ranging from 1 (Acholi) to 199 (Zulu). There are exhaustive cross- 
references of language-names, and within each section the books are numbered in order of date. 
The content and style of each entry follows much the same pattern as the English series, supple- 
mented where necessary by notes on the language, script, or alphabet in use. The only other differ- 
ence is that most reissues of translations are recorded summarily rather than described in detail. 

Two problems arise with languages other than English. One is that official names of languages 
are notoriously subject to change, often for political correctness (meaning that they might change 
again). It seems prudent to choose the language-name in use when prayer-book publishing in 
that language was most active, and to record alternative names as cross-references. The second 

problem is the transliteration of non-roman scripts, especially when quoted from title pages. Broadly 

speaking, classical and oriental languages are recorded in conformity with the cataloguing rules of 

the British Library, including the former India Office Library. There are inevitable inconsistencies, 

especially in composite lists where recently-transliterated titles rub shoulders with vernacular books 

printed in roman type according to some obsolete code of equivalence. A similar difficulty applies 

to records of lost books now known only from romanised entries in old library catalogues. 

But what good came of it at last? 

The history of prayer-book translations tempts us to imitate little Peterkin, and enquire whether 

they had any lasting historical significance. Part of the answer must be that the world-wide Anglican 

church has always had an influence which extends far beyond its actual membership, and that this 

influence lives on in the united churches of the third world. The Anglican contribution has always 

included orderly worship according to the book of common prayer rendered into some language 

that is ‘understanded by the people’ of that country. Even though that influence is lessening in a less 

formal and more charismatic world, its legacy remains part of the cultural heritage of many countries. 

Those translations tend to be less interesting bibliographically than the historic editions in Euro- 

pean languages, and that especially curious knot of elegant Levantine editions promoted by the 

SPCK in the mid-nineteenth century. The full tally included Amharic (6:1), Armenian (9:1), Maltese 

(101:1), Modern Greek (46:3), and Turkish (183:1), besides expensive failures such as Chaldean 

and Slavonic, and led to the resignation of Edward Bouverie Pusey, the most distinguished member 

of the Foreign Translation Committee, who urged them to abandon these tendentious ventures 

and concentrate on North America and the East Indies. The committee took Pusey’s advice and 

began to explore languages which had no previous written alphabet, especially North America, 

the Pacific islands, and some parts of Asia and Africa. Even when the books were translated 

by European missionaries, they provided a first step on which others could build, often working 

in multi-racial teams. If the bibliographical heritage is strongest in the British Isles and Western 

Europe, the linguistic heritage will be seen to have spanned the remainder of the globe (except 

perhaps for the Russian empire). 
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GLOSSARY 

including some abbreviations = 

ABRIDGMENTS | this bibliography tries to distinguish between three levels of completeness 

in a prayer book: (1) ‘complete’ editions with EUCHARISTIC LECTIONS and PSALMS 

printed in full; (2) ‘abridged’ editions which omit for example, the lections or the psalms, or 

possibly some OCCASIONAL OFFICES, and yet still maintain the structure of the BCP, i.e. 

the daily offices with baptism and holy communion, and (3) ‘PB portions’, which may be only 

one or two services with no real connecting link. Unless they are of some special interest (e.g. 

rare fragments in remote languages), PB portions have been omitted. 

ACCESSION SERVICE a public service to give thanks on the anniversary of a sovereign’s 

accession. It began under King James II in 1685 as The King’s day; his successors allowed it to 

lapse, but it has been regularly observed since the accession of Queen Anne. The style was 

revised by King Edward VII in 1901. 

ACT OF UNIFORMITY, or more properly, AN ACT FOR THE UNIFORMITY OF 

PUBLIC WORSHIP . several Acts of Parliament that have regulated the worship of the 

Church of England, beginning with the Act of 1549 (which was never printed with the 

prayer book). However, every edition of the 1552 book included the Act of that year, just as 

the text of the 1559 Act appeared in each unabridged Prayer Book of Queen Elizabeth I. 

These precedents were not followed by King James I, who issued the revised prayer book of 

1603—4 by royal proclamation. Unabridged prayer books of his reign contain both the 1559 

statute and the king’s proclamation. In 1662 there was a further Act for Uniformity, which 

appeared after the 1559 Act in all subsequent large-format editions of the BCP. 

ALMANAC (K) | a chronological table of years with reference to the date of Easter, which had 

appeared in bible editions since 1535, and was first adopted by the BCP in 1552, with a list run- 

ning from then until 1570. Renamed A table of moveable feasts calculated for forty years in 1662, 

and adjusted in 1752 to take account of the reformed civil calendar (see headnote for that 

year). 

ALTAR EDITION a large-type setting of Holy Communion (HC), with or without LITUR- 

GICAL PROPERS (q.v.) for use by the celebrant. 

APCK the Association for Promoting Christian Knowledge (in the Church of Ireland); a 

Christian publisher and bookseller roughly equivalent to the SPCK in England but without 

direct responsibility for world-wide mission. 

ARTICLES OF RELIGION _ the original forty-two Articles of religion of 1553 were in 1563 

reduced in number to thirty-nine and still form one of the official formularies of the Church 

of England. Their first appearance in the BCP was however in 1681/5, and they were not list- 

ed in the table of contents before 1747. 

AT MORNING PRAYER the so-called Athanasian Creed, or Quicunque Vult, which has 

appeared in the BCP since 1549, at first under the general heading of Evensong or Evening 

Prayer, although the context made it clear that it was part of morning worship. The present 

heading was adopted in 1662. 

AT THE HEALING =a brief service at which English sovereigns used to lay hands on sufferers 
from scrofula, commonly known as ‘The King’s Evil’. Although its origins dated back to 
Norman times, it appeared in print within the covers of the BCP (although not strictly part 
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of it) on a few occasions between 1706 and 1732. The Hanoverian kings were said to be 
doubtful whether this mystical power extended to their branch of the Royal Family. 

BCMS - the Bible Churchmen’s Missionary, a conservative evangelical missionary society founded 
in 1922: 

BCP the accepted abbreviation for the Book of Common Prayer; sometimes abbreviated still 
further to PB, as in ‘PB portions’. Unless stated to the contrary, the English prayer book is 
implied. 

BFBS _ the British and Foreign Bible Society (founded in 1804) is an interdenominational body 
which concentrates on publishing the Bible and regards the BCP as beyond its scope. In 1814 

Anglican members of BFBS who required prayer books set up a special society (see PBHS 

below) to publish prayer books for home and abroad. In the mission field there was coopera- 

tion between the BFBS and the Anglican missionary societies and it was not unknown for 

SPCK prayer books to be bound up with BFBS psalters (e.g. Malagasy 95:3). 

BIBLE VERSIONS _ editions of the BCP designed to be bound up with the bible or the new 

testament. cp. EUCHARISTIC LECTIONS below. 

BLACK RUBRIC nineteenth-century unofficial name given to Declaration on kneeling, the 

final rubric at holy communion, when the OUP published the first modern Anglican BCP 

to have rubrics in red (1826/11). By order of the Privy Council and at the insistence of the 

Scottish reformer John Knox, this ‘rubric’ had been incorporated in the 1552 book of com- 

mon prayer. It was omitted in 1559 and 1603—4.A modified version was added to the text of 

1662 (again by the Privy Council?) after the book itself had been approved by Parliament and 

the Convocations. Even in the King’s Printers’ edition of 1662/1, these words were set in italic 

rather than roman type, and this kind of distinction remained until ended by agreement of all 

three privileged presses (see headnote for 1894); cp. RUBRIC below. 

BOOK OF OFFICES occasional or lesser offices extracted from the BCP and printed in large 

type for the clergy to use in such places as hospitals or cemeteries. 

CERTAIN GODLY PRAYERS | this collection of prayers ‘for sundry purposes’ was introduced 

by Whitchurch at the end of the psalter in 1552/18. They appeared in most BCP editions 

from 1564 onwards, but were discontinued in 1662. 

CERTIFICATION from 1801 to 1892, every American book of common prayer had to be 

certified by a diocesan bishop as a true copy of the current Standard Book. In 1892 this duty 

was transferred to a national officer known as the Curator of the Standard Book of Common 

Prayer. Copies of these certificates usually appear on the verso of the title page, and their dates 

are noted in the bibliography. 

CIPBC the Anglican Church of India (Pakistan) Burma and Ceylon, an independent and autono- 

mous province of the Anglican Communion, founded in 1930. In 1947 Pakistan was added 

to the title, and at about the same time the southern dioceses became part of the [United] 

Church of South India. A similar movement in the northern dioceses meant that in 1970 

most of their churches became part of either the [United] Church of North India or the 

[United] Church of Pakistan. The only remaining parts of the former CIPBS were then in 

Myanmar (Burma) or Sri Lanka (Ceylon). 

COLOPHON before the appearance of the BCP, early printed books recorded the place and 

date of printing at the end of a book rather than the beginning. Vestigial information of this 
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kind continued to appear (with or without ornaments) for many years after the development 

of the title page. 

CPSA_ the [Anglican] Church in South(ern) Africa has been an sedeeeten province of the 

Anglican Communion since 1847. 

DAILY OFFICES mattins and evensong/morning and evening prayer (MP & EP) considered 

in their original role as daily services for church members, and obligatory services for the 

clergy (see final paragraph of section Concerning the service of the church in prelims to BCP). 

ECUSA an acronym for the Episcopal Church in the United States of America, known before 

1979 as the PECUSA (q.v., below). 

EP the office of Evening Prayer or Evensong. - 

ESTABLISHMENT an ecclesiastical system designated by law as the official church of a nation. 

The Church of England is still an established church (as is the presbyterian Church of 

Scotland). The Church of Ireland and the Church in Wales have been ‘disestablished’ but are 

still Anglican; the Episcopal Church in Scotland and the (Protestant) Episcopal Church in the 

United States of America are ‘unestablished’ but also Anglican. The fact of establishment does 

not in itself mean that any particular prayer book is legally binding on a church, but any 

church may make its own internal rules about the use of a particular book. Although the 1662 

Book of Common Prayer is still protected in England by the law of the land, the use of alter- 

native books is also permissible under certain circumstances. 

EUCHARISTIC LECTIONS the proper collects epistles and gospels appointed for use at 

holy communion (HC) on Sundays and other holy days; commonly called ‘propers’. The 

epistles and gospels are sometimes omitted from bible versions, and worshippers then use the 

collects together with scripture references from which they follow the readings in the bible 

itself. 

FIGURE OF FAITH _ the devotional symbol of a woman encircled within a scroll adopted by 

the SPCK in the nineteenth century either for display in bas relief on its bindings or printed 

as an engraving on title pages above the imprint. Examples may be seen (printed) in the 

entries for 1840/23 or fully displayed as part of a quarto binding at 105/8. Later examples 

appeared without the scroll up to the later 1920s, after which it was abandoned. A similar 

device was displayed above the main door of SPCK House in Northumberland Avenue from 

1879 to 1956. 

HC the sacrament of holy communion. 

ISBN International Standard Book Number. 

ISPCK see entry for SPCK below. 

KALENDER a list of dates for each of the twelve months showing day by day the designated 

lessons for worship at the daily offices (see above) of mattins and evensong, or morning and 

evening prayer. Saints’ days and holy days are also noted. The spelling was changed to 

KALENDAR in 1662 and to CALENDAR in 1751. 

l.c. lower case letters or type. 

MATTINS AND EVENSONG | the original official names for the DAILY OFFICES (q.v.) in 
the BCP of 1549; changed in 1552 to morning and evening prayer (MP and EP), but restored 
in the headings of the calendar tables from 1662. 

METRICAL PSALTERS — were frequently bound up with the BCP although not part of the 
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official text. The ‘Old Version’ by Sternhold and Hopkins was used between 1549 and 1696, 
when a ‘New Version’ by Tate and Brady took its place until the mid-nineteenth century. 
There were similar metrical psalms in the French and Welsh BCPs. 

MP the office of Morning Prayer or Mat(t)ins. 

n.d. orn.p. ‘no date’ or ‘no place’ (e.g. on a title page). 
NT New Testament. 

OCCASIONAL OFFICES the section of the BCP between holy communion and the psalter 
including all the pastoral offices intended for individual Christians, as distinct from corporate 
services for the whole congregation. 

OFFICE BOOK _ usually a small-format bible version (q.v.) of the BCP specially designed for use 

by the clergy in saying the daily offices of mattins and evensong. Not to be confused with the 

BOOK OF OFFICES (q.v.). 

ORDINAL The form and manner of making, ordaining, and consecrating bishops, priests and deacons, 

first issued in 1549 and occasionally added to folio prayer books before 1662, when it was 

formally incorporated into the BCP. It was however frequently omitted from smaller prayer 

books until public ordinations became customary in the late nineteenth century. 

OT Old Testament. 

OXFORD CORNERS | right angles formed outside a printed frame (e.g. on a title page) where 

the lines meet and project. 

OXFORD RULES as in a title-page border; two parallel rules, one bold and the other fine. 

PB prayer book or The Book of Common Prayer. 

PBHS the Prayer Book and Homily Society, an evangelical missionary society, founded in 1812 

to promote the publication of the BCP and the Book of Homilies in English and several 

other languages. It ceased to operate in about 1877. 

PECUSA former acronymic standard abbreviation for the Protestant Episcopal Church of the 

United States of America. The first word was formally removed from the title when the 

revised BCP was issued in 1979. 

PRAYERS FOR USE AT SEA (PFUS) a Cromwellian order of service first included in BCP 

in 1662, when it immediately followed the psalter. It was occasionally omitted from trans- 

lations intended for landlocked countries overseas, and discontinued in the PECUSA revision 

of 1929. 

Prelim[inarie]s (sometimes known as prolegomena) are the notes and critical apparatus which pre- 

cede the main text of a scholarly or liturgical book, usually with separate pagination (as in this 

book). The prelims of the Book of Common Prayer frequently run to 60 pages or more, 

including such items as the Preface, the Lessons, the Calendar, and the Table of Moveable 

Feasts. BCP prelims may well have been paged in lower-case roman figures (i.e. Ix for 60), but 

such distinctions are ignored in the book descriptions. 

PRIVILEGED PRESSES | the copyright of both the Authorised Version of the Bible and the 

Book of Common Prayer vests in the Crown and was for many years licensed to three ‘privi- 

leged presses’: The King’s (or Queen’s) Printers, and the Universities of Cambridge and Oxford. 

In recent years the University of Cambridge has succeeded Messrs Eyre and Spottiswoode as 

Printer to The Queen (and in Scotland Messrs Harper Collins hold a separate Royal Warrant 

as Queen’s Printers for Scotland). The former post of Queen’s Printer for Ireland has lapsed. 
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PSALTER _ the Psalter or Psalms of David, in prose, pointed and arranged for singing or chant- 

ing. The psalms in the BCP have always been taken from the 1540 edition of the Great Bible 

of King Henry VIII, which was the version used with the 1549 BCP, although it was not 

formally incorporated in the prayer book until 1662. 

ROYALTY CANCELS | those parts of the prayer book that mention the reigning sovereign by 

name and thus need alteration on the accession of a new king or queen (see STATE 

PRAYERS. below). Bulk supplies of prayer books were formerly stored in unbound sheets, 

so that here was no difficulty about substituting new pages for old in the appropriate places. 

Whenever a change took place, it was customary to print extra sheets for inclusion in those 

large-format editions of which copies were rarely sold. 

RUBRICS in the context of prayer books, a rubric has been defined as ‘an instruction on 

procedure during service in church, or on other occasions of ministrations by the clergy’. 

Before the Reformation, printed and manuscript service books inscribed these instructions 

in red. Although parts of early books of common prayer were still printed in red, this treat- 

ment was usually reserved for title pages and tabular matter from the prelims, and in practice 

the word ‘rubric’ came to imply the use of contrasting types to distinguish the spoken words 

of a service from the instructions to priest and people; cp. BLACK RUBRIC above. 

SAMS the South American Missionary Society, a conservative evangelical missionary society 

founded in 1844. 

SBN Standard Book Number (cp. ISBN). 

SIGNATURES most descriptions in this bibliography include a formula showing how the pages 

of each prayer book are ‘gathered’; e.g. ‘A-K!*’ means that it is made up of ten gatherings, 

which each have twelve leaves (or 24 pages), making a total of 240 pages. These signatures 

only appear on the first three or four pages of a gathering and otherwise have to be inferred. 

SPCK__ the Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge was founded in 1698-9 by Dr Thomas 

Bray and four Anglican laymen as a voluntary society in support of the Church of England. 

During and after the eighteenth century it was one of the principal agencies for the distri- 

bution of prayer books printed by the PRIVILEGED PRESSES. The Society remained un- 

incorporated until 1969, when it was given a royal charter by Queen Elizabeth II. The Society’s 

ministry in India is conducted by the autonomous ISPCK (Indian Society for Promoting 

Christian Knowledge). 

SPG in 1701, Dr Thomas Bray founded another agency (The Society for the Propagation of the 

Gospel) to take over those functions of the SPCK which were directly concerned with overseas 

mission. King William III granted an immediate royal charter, and in 1965 the Society united 

with UMCA (q.v.) to form the United Society for the Propagation of the Gospel (USPG). 

STATE PRAYERS the theme of formal prayers for the Royal Family printed at the end of 

mattins and evensong, is taken up in the holy communion and litany, and attains its most 

extended form in the ACCESSION SERVICE. The sovereign’s name is always included and 
(except at holy communion) the other members of the royal family have also appeared since 
the accession of King James I in 1603-4. Changes in the wording of the state prayers can 
sometimes help to date prayer books which have lost their original imprints, and each such 
change has therefore been recorded at the head of each annual instalment of the bibliography. 
Not to be confused with STATE SERVICES (q.v., below).

About the Book of Common Prayer 

STATE SERVICES - a series of special forms of prayer, which appeared after the ORDINAL at 
the end of the BCP, and remained in that position from 1662 to 1859 (see headnotes for 1662 
and 1859). The ACCESSION SERVICE is now the only survivor, but for brief periods official 
services for the Fire of London and At the healing were treated as state services. Not to be con- 
fused with STATE PRAYERS (q.v., above). 

TABLE OF KINDRED AND AFFINITY (TKA) _ this table usually appears as the final item in 
modern editions of the BCP. It was first published by Archbishop Matthew Parker in 1563 
and apparently based on the degrees of intermarriage prohibited in Leviticus 18. Its presence in 
the BCP dates back to 1681/15 but it still has no official sanction. 

t.p. = title page; t.p.Y = title page verso. 

UMCA the Universities’ Mission to Central Africa was founded in 1857 in response to an appeal 

by David Livingstone. With support from both Oxford and Cambridge, the mission worked 

in Central and East Africa for over a century before combining with the SPG in 1965 to form 

the United Society for the Propagation of the Gospel. 

USPG see entries above under SPG and UMCA. 

A NOTE ON SOURCES 

Printed Books 

Many books relevant only to a single point or a particular language are mentioned in the Biblio- 

graphy itself close to the relevant entry. Their details are not repeated here unless they are also useful 

background reading. References to the older editions are quoted from the standard bibliographical 

catalogues:

Much (but by no means all) of the material in the STC and Wing had also been reproduced on disk 

as part of the English Short Title Catalogue, which incorporates the series formerly known as the 

Eighteenth Century Short Title Catalogue (both known as the ESTC). 

The principal STC source before 1640 has been the section of vol. 2 numbered from 16267- 

16440, and beginning with the comprehensive list of prayer-book editions on p. 87. Other 

relevant material appears in vol. 1 between STC 2094 and 2169 (‘bible editions without separate 

title pages’) and amongst the ‘liturgical epistles and gospels’ (also vol. 1) between STC 2975.5 and 

2982. A Nineteenth Century Short Title Catalogue (partly in text and partly on disk) is also in 

progress. Reference to all the above works have been noted in the Bibliography, except that 

ESTC references are omitted for STC books (i.e. those printed before 1640). The other principal 
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source for English books and a wide range of foreign publications is of course the British Library 

Catalogue, now available on line, as are the catalogues of Cambridge University Library and the 

Bodleian. 

American libraries are well served by such series as the National Union Catalog, the Catalog of 

the New York Public Library, and the Research Library Dictionary Catalog, through 1971.There is also, 

a National Index of American Imprints through 1800 (The short-title Evans) in two volumes, and the 

ongoing Bibliography of American Imprints to 1901, together with an succession of Checklists of 

American Imprints, issued annually by The Scarecrow Press up to at least 1997. 

Three regional bibliographies have been used:

In 1972, on behalf of the United Bible Societies of the World, the BFBS issued an alphabetical 

introduction to the 1431 languages into which at least some portion of the scriptures had by then 

been translated, The book of a thousand tongues. So far as possible, the same language names have 

been adopted here, with cross-references where necessary. Any remaining doubts about the naming 

of languages have been settled by reference to C.F & EM. Vogelin’s Classification & index of the 

world’s languages (New York, 1977); exotic types and scripts are described by Akira Nakanishi, Writing 

systems of the world (Rutland, Vermont 1980). 

As to the book of common prayer itself, the principal authority for both the continental sources 
and the successive revisions of the English text is RE. Brightman’s The English Rite (London: 
Ravingtons, 1915). A less elaborate treatment of the prayer books of the Anglican Communion 
is Liturgy & Worship, edited by W.K. Lowther-Clarke (London: SPCK, 1932). The history of the 
older translations is described by W.A. Muss-Arnolt in The book of common prayer among the nations 
of the world (London: SPCK, 1914), which brings together information not readily accessible else- 
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where but is drawn entirely from secondary sources. Where cited here, it is styled either MA or 
“Muss Arnolt’. 

Biographical information about printers and booksellers comes mostly from publications of The

history is yet complete, and there is no corresponding account of the King’s and Queen’s Printers.

Some recent history is discussed in The Fell imperial quarto book of common prayer; an account of its 

production by Perter Foden (Risbury, Herefordshire: The Whittington Press, 1998), which describes 

the genesis of a limited edition based on 1913/2. 

Other printing and publishing houses have published their own histories, e.g. Septimus 

Rivington (editor), The publishing family of Rivington (London, 1894, second edition 1919); David 

Keir: The House of Collins, the story of a Scottish family of publishers from 1789 to the present day 

(London, 1952); W.B. Clowes, Family business 1803-1953 (London, 1953?); Philip Wallis, At the 

sign of the ship 1724-1974 (London: Longmans 1974), and James Moran, Clays of Bungay (Bungay 

1978, revised edition 1984). 

A rather different source of publishing history is the autobiography of Samuel Bagster, the poly- 

glot publisher; Samuel Bagster of London 1772-1851, first published to celebrate his bicentenary 

(London, 1972). The principal missionary societies also have internal histories. The bicentenary 

account of the SPCK, Tivo hundred years, by W.O.B. Allen and Edmund McClure (London, 1898), 

was partially superseded by W.K. Lowther Clarke’s A history of the SPCK (London, 1959); similarly 

C.F Pascoe’s Tivo hundred years of the SPG (London, 1901) has been succeeded by H.P. Thompson, 
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Into all lands (London, 1951), and The Melanesian Mission by E.S. Armstrong (London, 1900) was 

replaced by C.E. Fox, Lord of the Southern Isles (London, 1958).The classic three-volume History of 

the Church Missionary Society (London, 1899) was augmented rather than replaced by two supple- 

mentary volumes (The problems of success, by G.H.G. Hewitt, 1971 & 1977), bringing the narra- 

tive up to 1940.

They include two books by Diarmid- MacCulloch, Thomas 

Cranmer, a life (New Haven: Yale University Press, 1996) and Tidor church militant, Edward VI and 

the Protestant Reformation (London, Allen Lane: the Penguin Press, 1999); two by Eamon Duffy, The 

stripping of the altars, traditional religion in England 1400-1580 (Yale University Press, 1992) and The 

voices of Morebath; reformation & rebellion in an English village (Yale, 2001). Other useful books are

paper used for printing bibles and books of common prayer.

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So far as possible, this bibliography sets out to record and describe each successive edition of the 

Anglican book of common prayer from its first appearance in 1549 to the end of the twentieth 

century, including its translations and the equivalent common-prayer books of the other churches 

of the Anglican Communion. The only other books regularly included are those ‘altar books’, 

‘eucharistic lections’, and ‘books of offices’ which contain material derived directly from the 

prayer book itself. The ideal entry sets out to give a prayer book of any century the same detailed 

study as the compilers of the Short Title Catalogue provided for editions before 1640. It is not 

our intention to supersede the STC, which will long remain the definitive work of reference for the 

early period, and sets a painfully high standard for those who are attempting to apply similar stan- 

dards to the subsequent centuries. 

Readers are understandably curious to discover how many of these entries derive from personal 

inspection. The only honest answer is to say ‘as many as possible’, meaning that in his travels over 

three continents the compiler has inspected about half of the books recorded here. Most which 

are traceable but unexamined are different editions or impressions of books more readily accessible 

elsewhere. Wherever possible, the books described in the remaining hard core will have either 

appeared in print or been specially described in correspondence. Since the originals are scattered 

around the world, it has rarely been possible either to compare cognate copies as thoroughly as 

one might wish, or to pay return visits to distant libraries to ask new questions or check faulty 

recollections. 

Limits of this study 

In order to contain this book within manageable bounds, it has been necessary to set limits. Thus 

modern Anglican liturgies and ecumenical prayer books are beyond our scope. The proposed 

English prayer book of 1928 and its overseas equivalents are noted in detail, together with for 

example, the South African book of 1954, the Indian book of 1960, and the American Episcopal 

book of 1979, whereas the Book of common worship of the Church of South India (1963), and such 

‘new liturgies’ as the English Alternative service book of 1980, are left out. Although Common 

worship (2000) contains traditional material and was authorised for use in the closing weeks of 
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the twentieth century, it is here regarded as outside our scope. Nor in general are single separate 

services recorded unless they happen to be the precursors of later and fuller publications. 

This bibliography includes authenticated books from the British Library Catalogue, even those 

destroyed 60 years ago by enemy action, provided that the printed description gives sufficient 

detail to identify them, and acceptable locations include remote country churches and private 

collections which would never fall within range of any conceivable official trawl. It also makes 

extensive use of archives, which can indicate what impressions and editions ought to exist, even 

when no examples have yet been found. From its earliest days, the book of common prayer 

has been mass-produced in accordance with the technology of the time. It is hard to say with 

authority which copies have been made up from left-over sheets with a new title page; which 

are a reprint from standing type; which line-by-line resettings of some previous edition by the 

same compositor, or reproductions by stereotype or some other process, and which a blend of 

two or more of those methods. That is why most descriptions include the letters ‘cp’ meaning 

‘compare’; readers are having likenesses brought to their attention, but they should be cautious 

in drawing conclusions. 

In general, it has proved impossible to record either the length of individual print-runs or 

the rise and fall of retail prices, and still less to record the various binding options listed in 

the printers’ catalogues. For the English university presses (alone?), such information has indeed 

existed since the late eighteenth century, but is too complex for summary description within 

the space available. Retail prices are noted when they form part of a book’s imprint, and occa- 

sional notes on bindings or ownership are included where they appeared to be of particular 

interest. 

How the entries are arranged 

The English-language entries in this bibliography form a single chronological series of numbered 

descriptions for each year from 1549 to 1999. The annual numbers vary from one in the year 

1562 (‘1562/1’) to 54 in 1850 (numbered consecutively from ‘1850/1’ to ‘1850/50’). There were 

no dated English editions between 1553 and 1559, or between 1646 and 1659. Nor does there 

appear to have been any edition dated 1593, 1602, or 1610. 

Up to 1700, the order of entries in this bibliography follows the printed Short title catalogues. 

After 1701, each annual section begins with the King’s or Queen’s Printer, followed by the other 

two English Privileged Presses (Cambridge and Oxford Universities). These are followed (where 

applicable) by prayer books from the King’s (Queen’s) Printers for Scotland and Ireland. 

The remaining entries are styled ‘unofficial’, an elastic category which includes pirated editions 

from home or abroad; editions with a critical or devotional commentary; proposed or suggested 

revisions of the official text; (more or less) scholarly reprints of superseded editions; books for 

blind people, and books in shorthand. Wherever practicable, the unofficial editions from London 

appear first, followed by other places of publication listed in alphabetical order, again arranged by 

format and size. 

As most prayer-book editions have been reprinted many times, which could lead to frequent 
repetition of the same particulars, the fullest details are given at their first appearance, which will 
include a list of known reprints in the same series. The entry for each reprint includes a bold 
back-reference to some original edition (e.g. 1627/6) where fuller particulars can be found. It 
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was not normally practicable to extend this detailed cross-referencing to undated impressions 
after about 1860 in England or 1892 in the USA. A typical entry begins with a note [in square 
brackets] describing any special feature of the title page; then short title in italics; imprint; date of 
publication, number of pages; format; page height in centimetres; characters (other than roman); 
signatures; position of black rubric; any historical note; STC or other reference numbers: and 
location of copies. (For more information about American editions please see the separate section 
beginning on p. 15.) 

Bold entries 

Readers may wish to be reminded of the three distinct ways in which bold type has been used 
in the lists that make up the greater part of this volume: 

1. Each entry is numbered in bold next to the margin. In the English-language lists, the full- 

reference number begins with the year of issue, followed by an oblique stroke and the entry 

number, e.g. 1603/2. Where a book appears to be one of a series, the particulars include a 

note. If this begins ‘cp.’ it then lists (in plain type) the dates and reference numbers of what 

appear to be all its subsequent editions or impressions. 

2. If however the particulars begin with the phrase ‘as in’ followed by a bold date and refer- 

ence number, e.g. 1809/10, that indicates the origin of the series to which the book belongs 

and where further particulars can be found. 

3. The final use for bold numerals is to identify the languages listed in the second part of 

the bibliography, and to facilitate cross-references between them. For example, the French lists 

are headed 36 FRENCH and their edition princeps is the de Laune edition of 1616, there 

numbered 36:2. 

In practice these three uses for bold type perform different functions which ought not to 

overlap. 

Title pages 

The title-page of most editions of the 1662 book of common prayer runs to about sixty words, 

excluding the imprint. Even the earliest editions had almost thirty words, and the number increased 

as the volume expanded to include the psalter and ordinal. This standard wording has been con- 

densed to the simple short-title formula The book of common prayer, or such vernacular equivalents 

as La liturgie (French), Sadharana prarthana (romanised Marathi) and Llyfr gweddi gyffredin (Welsh), 

with appropriate modifications when there is significant variation from the norm. Short titles in 

non-roman script have been placed within (brackets). The spelling from title-pages has been 

modernised, although obvious errors appear as [sic]. 

Care has been taken to record such ornaments as title-page borders and to note whenever 

the text has been printed in columns or within rules (see below). Frontispieces and illustrations are 

only mentioned when they form an integral part of the original publication rather than an 

optional extra bound in for the customer. Imprints have usually been abridged to their salient 

points and are not to be taken as verbatim reproductions of the wording on the title-page 

itself. 
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Dates of publication 

Most prayer books printed before about 1860 carry a date of publication at the foot of the title- 

page. Although not infallible, these dates form the basis of the lists which follow and can usually 

suggest a starting-point in the search for a particular edition. Thus long-term searches may some- 

times be needed to track down books that appeared in undated editions extending over anything 

up to a century. For all but the most modern books, it is often advisable to begin one’s search as 

early as 1860. 

Difficulties arise when a particular copy has lost its title-page (or even colophon) or when some 

past cataloguer’s conjectural date has become invested with greater authority than it deserves. 

There is no universal solution to such problems, but the reader is well advised to browse widely 

in the years before and after the presumed date. As in the STC, all title-page dates are set out in 

arabic figures, even when the original numerals were in another style. 

The practice of dating English prayer books on their title pages gradually died out between 

1860 and 1870, whilst some American prayer books continued to carry title-page dates for a few 

years longer (and on their versos to this day). It is theoretically possible to assign dates to post-1860 

English editions from archival sources, but hard to distinguish one such impression from another. 

Following (and extending) another STC precedent, an attempt has been made to record all the 

royal births marriages and deaths reflected in changes to the wording of the state prayers. These 

usually appear at the beginning of each annual entry in the chronological series, together with 

notes on other relevant events and the publication dates of the earliest prayer-book translations. 

There were no changes in the state prayers between the marriage of Edward Prince of Wales 

on 10 March 1863 and the death of Queen Victoria on 22 January 1901, and the only other 

change reflected in the prayer-book (this time on the title-page) was the disestablishment of the 

Church of Ireland on 1 January 1871. 

One possible clue to the publication date of an English prayer-book issued between 1871 and 

1901 (and any other ‘uneventful’ periods of royal and prayer-book history) is the starting date of 

the table of moveable feasts (as tables and rules among the prelims of the prayer-book). Nevertheless, 

inconsistencies can still be found in both the state prayers and the table of moveable feasts, not only 

then, but throughout the history of the prayer-book. Since 1901 the same kind of difficulty has 

persisted, with one or two periods of respite such as the brief reign of King Edward VIII (January 

to December 1936), but by that time fewer editions and impressions were involved. 

Each undated book has been given a conjectural date, from archival sources where possible but 

sometimes from a dated inscription or bookplate. Some conjectural dates originated in library 

catalogues, where it is difficult to distinguish between an informed guess and a wild surmise. The 

policy here has been to adopt an established conjecture from a printed catalogue unless there is 

good reason to amend it, and then to draw attention to the amendment. Round (parentheses) 

indicate a date mentioned elsewhere in the book, though not on the title-page; square [brackets] 

denote a date from another source. A question mark (?) against the date implies uncertainty. 

Type and paper sizes 

In a bibliography based on the work of a single printer or a single press working for a limited 
period, it is useful to record comparative details of type and paper sizes. Despite the wealth of 
relevant information in the archives of the privileged English university presses, it is impracticable 
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to look for so much detail in a range of entries extending over a multitude of presses, five 
centuries, and several continents. Even as late as the nineteenth century, paper and type sizes were 
only gradually becoming standardised, and it would be misleading to offer a continuous range of 
such descriptions over so long a period. The original series of Short title catalogues (including Wing) 
did however arrange each year’s entries in a descending order of format, roughly subdivided by the 
approximate size of type. 

This bibliography follows the STC/Wing order of entries for BCPs printed before 1701, and 
afterwards attempts something similar for the far greater number of prayer books produced since 
then. Text-block heights have rounded upwards to the nearest centimetre, and are taken from the 
tallest copy examined. 

In the early nineteenth century, prayer-book presses began to add such statements as ‘long primer 

12mo’ and ‘foolscap 8vo’ either at the feet of title pages or in catalogues or price-lists. Later in the 

century (1875 is a good example) these references are extended by symbols such as ‘yyy’ or ‘no. 

60’ which usually relate to catalogue entries of either the printer or SPCK as the publisher. These 

statements are recorded here because their existence is a legitimate part of the book’s description. 

Slightly fussy quotation marks have however been added each time as a reminder that those words 

and codes are not a technical statement. 

It is unsafe to assume that two books similarly described will necessarily be identical if they 

come from different periods or even different printers. Readers may also notice that the nominal 

descriptions of several editions appear to have been changed without apparent reason. For example, 

the Oxford Press issued a pica prayer book in 1863, described as ‘small 4to’; it was later renamed 

“16mo [square] .The most remarkable example was the Cambridge edition of (1832/4) which ran 

to six impressions in 15 years, during which only one has survived. They were variously described 

as ‘small pica 18mo’, ‘foolscap 8vo, small pica’, “double foolscap 16mo’ and ‘minion crown 12mo’, even 

though they appear to have been the same book. 

Collations 

English prayer books were usually issued without page numbers until well within living memory. 

(This may explain the vagueness of so many BCP entries in library catalogues.) The descriptions 

in this book usually record signatures and collations, with theoretical page numbers calculated 

and added in [parentheses]. The prelims are shown separately either when they are paged separ- 

ately or (in unpaged copies) when morning prayer begins a new gathering. Where an edition has 

several alphabets of signatures, the second alphabet is rendered here as ‘Aa’, ‘Bb’, etc., even when 

the original gatherings were lettered ‘AA’ & ‘BB’. Subsequent alphabets have however been rendered 

as ‘3A’, ‘3B’, ‘4A’, ‘5B’, etc. Such rare signatures as lower-case ‘aa’ and ‘bb’ have been quoted as 

they stand. 

As it was never customary for the compositor to sign every page in a gathering, and the numbers 

printed on other leaves may follow some private convention within a particular press, it is as well 

to begin each count of leaves from the first page and not from some numbered intermediate leaf. 

Some prayer-book editions appear to have two sets of signatures, one perhaps alphabetical and 

the other numerical, and perhaps numbered to different formats. The alphabetical series probably 

applies to a typeset original, and the numerical series to a later stereotype. Both are usually 

recorded in the entries shown here, except where one or other is illegible. 
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Other conventions 

It should be assumed that every book is printed in roman type and in long lines, unless stated to 

the contrary. The symbol @ denotes text printed in two columns and © on the rare occasions 

when there are three. If the encircled figure @* or @* is followed by an asterisk, then the 

columns are divided by a printed rule; two asterisks (**) mean a double printed rule. 

In order to save space, the single letter ‘p’” sometimes stands for ‘page’ and sometimes for ‘pages’. 

When there is no pagination, the estimated number of pages is set in [square brackets] without 

‘p. for pages. 

Many English entries after 1662 include a cryptic reference such as ‘BR rom H2"’, meaning 

that in that edition the so-called ‘black rubric’ or ‘declaration on kneeling’ (the final rubric at the 

end of holy communion) occurs on sig. H2” in roman type (see Glossary for further details). 

It is difficult to devise an editorial orthography which can be consistently applied to a wide range 

of languages (about a dozen of which are in exotic scripts) and to avoid undue use of capitals. 

This particular bibliography overlaps the worlds of printing, of religion, of comparative philology, 

and even of royal protocol, each of which has its own reasons for multiplying the use of upper- 

case initials. Our policy is to resist these pressures, so far as this can be done consistently and with- 

out disrespect. 

One point at issue is the use of upper-case initials for type faces. In the western world, we refer 

to roman and italic types, whereas eastern founts are commonly known as arabic, bengali, cyrillic, 

devanagari, ethiopic, hebrew, tamil, and telugu. Most of these are set out in a standard work such 

as Glaister’s glossary of the book. His list no doubt gives examples rather than exhaustive treatment, 

and so chinese was omitted. It would however be inconsistent to make an exception for one 

language, and I quote Sir Ernest Gowers (in his 2nd edition of Fowler’s English usage), who wrote 

‘the employment of capitals is a matter not of rules but of taste; but consistency is at least not a mark of 

bad taste.’ 

With oxford rules (see Glossary for details), such a precedent would have fewer repercussions, 

except that the word occurs far more frequently in this book. Even if the rules originated in 

Oxford, they are now part of the typographical heritage. At least one series of oxford rules was-set 

up in China by either Chinese or American compositors, and their connection with the univer- 

sity city was tenuous. The expression is now common currency, like oxford bags and oxford shoes, 

whereas for example, Oxford india paper is (or was until recently) a patented product of the Oxford 

University Press. 

Bindings 

For much of its publishing history, copies of the prayer book have been bound up with other books, 

such as the bible; the metrical psalms of either Sternhold & Hopkins or Tate & Brady (with their 

equivalents in French and Welsh), and various devotional manuals. Such books have only been 
noticed in this bibliography when they collate continuously with the prayer-book text. 

Prayer books were being advertised for sale in calf bindings as early as 1678, and catalogues show 
that editions of two hundred years later were being regularly advertised in a range of six or seven 
possible bindings. It would have been impossible to follow up all these possibilities without adding 
unacceptably to the bulk of this volume. Bindings are therefore only mentioned in individual 
book-descriptions where they appear to form part of some carefully integrated edition. 
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Locations 

Some recent bibliographies (e.g. The short title catalogue) include an impressive census of copies, 
whereas others (such as Eiluned Rees’s Libri Walliae) have quoted none at all. This bibliography 
steers a middle course, in that wherever possible one copy has been listed from an English library; 
another from the United States, and sometimes a third from the country of origin. The semi- 
colon in the list of locations is meant to represent the Atlantic (and sometimes the Pacific or 
Indian) Ocean. 

Possible omissions 

Some late nineteenth-century imprints appear to suggest that editions of the prayer book have 
been printed by highly respectable bodies such as Boots the Chemists or the Cunard shipping 

line. They are not pirated editions, but have usually been printed by one of the English or Scottish 

privileged presses, and given the courtesy imprint to one of their customers acting as a publisher 

in his own right. The production records of the presses make it clear that some such orders were 

for as few as a hundred copies, and that some editions were given half a dozen special imprints of 

this kind. These are recorded whenever copies have been found, but many more will have escaped 

notice. The confusion is confounded still further when these attributions occur in the long periods 

when the prayer books are undated and the state prayers offer little help in suggesting the date of 

publication. 

A plea for euphony 

Instead of constantly repeating the ponderous phrase ‘the Anglican book of common prayer’, para- 

phrases have been used for the sake of euphony. The expression ‘prayer book’ (no capitals or 

hyphen except when used adjectivally) or even BCP may be understood here to mean the 

Anglican book under review in that particular entry. (Direct quotations from other writers may 

sometimes infringe this rule). 

Headnotes and textnotes 

It would in theory have been possible to divide this book into a narrative history of the book of 

common prayer, followed by a bibliography, but to do so adequately would have necessitated a 

far longer and more profound work, which would also have cost far more to produce. There are 

however many episodes in prayer-book history which ought to have more detailed treatment 

than could be casually mentioned in the course of a bibliographical note on a single edition, and 

yet too insubstantial to fit into the broad sweep of an introductory narrative. 

A table on p.51 shows how the successive English-language prayer books relate to one another, 

and the dates on which each first appeared. A special ‘headnote’ (sometimes running to several 

pages) will be found to introduce each of these at the date of its first appearance. Where the intro- 

ductions describe American editions, the same purpose is served by a ‘textnote’ at the beginning 

of the American section for that year. 
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Although this bibliography sets out to be complete, there are sure to be even more mistakes and 

omissions than have been anticipated above. Some no doubt result from the human frailty of the 

compiler and others from limitations in the source-material or its availability, and the very exist- 

ence of a bibliography is likely to bring additional examples to light. There is as yet no definite 

plan for any second edition or even for a corrected CD-rom, but it would nevertheless be a great 

kindness if possible additions and corrections could be sent to ‘the compiler’; care of Lambeth 

Palace Library.

THE FIRST PRAYER BOOK 

OF KING EDWARD THE SIXTH 

INTRODUCTION 

The roots of King Edward’s first prayer book were planted during the reign of his father, King 

Henry VIII, who repudiated papal jurisdiction and established royal supremacy over the Church 

in England. During that reign the first English versions of the Bible were printed and set up in 

parish churches. Meanwhile the English litany had been composed from an ecumenical variety 

of sources and first appeared in 1544. The three primers issued in Henry’s reign contain early 

drafts in English of what were to become the revised offices of Mattins and Evensong, and some 

drafts of the church Kalendar. 

The King’s Printers were Richard Grafton and Edward Whitchurch, two London business men 

of protestant sympathies who had been active in producing both the English bibles and also the 

experimental liturgical works which were to form part of the Book of Common Prayer. The 

same printers continued to hold office under Edward VI, and in 1548 (the second year of his 

reign) Grafton issued three printings of The Order of the Communion, which has been described 

as ‘an English supplement to the Latin Missal ..., without the varying of any other rite or 

ceremony in the Mass (until other order shall be provided)’. 

Meanwhile, the new Book of Common Prayer was being shaped by a committee of twelve 

under the presidency of Thomas Cranmer, a former Cambridge don of reforming sympathies 

who had been Archbishop of Canterbury since 1532. It is thought that Cranmer himself had 

personally drafted the book and obtained his colleagues’ agreement during the course of the five 

months between September 1548 and January 1549. 
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Their guiding principles were that prayer should be in the vernacular (at first in English alone, 

and later in such languages as French and Welsh); it was assumed that worshippers already had 

access to the scriptures in their own languages. From then on, there should be ‘one [liturgical] 

use’ throughout the land instead of varying local customs. Underlying these principles was 

another: that one book should provide for all the services of the church and all the occasions of life. 

Perhaps the most enduring legacies in the prayer book have proved to be the collects and the 

psalter. The author of the collects is believed to have been Thomas Cranmer personally, and the 

psalms are still in the version translated by Miles Coverdale for the Great Bible of Henry VIII 

(published in 1539). Cranmer’s Book of Common Prayer has been described as ‘an honest attempt 

to produce a single volume in the magnificent prose of that era that was intended to purge the 

church [...] of what were perceived to be medieval corruptions in doctrine and practice, and [to] 

return to what was thought to be a more primitive and scriptural usage’, J. Robert Wright: “The 

first prayer book of 1549 (lecture delivered on 10 May 1999 at Newcastle, NSW).

INTRODUCTION 

It was never intended that the new English services should be less musical than their Latin pre- 
decessors, and Cranmer had been writing to King Henry VIII on the subject as early as 1544. 
Thus the 1549 prayer book appeared to assume that some of the services would be choral, 

although no provision had yet been made for a musical setting. Cranmer wanted the traditional 

melodies to be simplified in such a way that there should be one note only to a syllable. 

John Merbecke had been a lay clerk and organist of St George’s Chapel, Windsor, where in 

1543 he had narrowly escaped death for publishing a bible concordance in English. The book of 

common prayer noted contained a full though simple musical directory for the prayer book on the 

lines of the old church music, i.e. for mattins, evensong, holy communion, and burial, with a 

special mass for the funeral. 

It will be noted that there were no known reissues of Merbecke until Victorian times.

CHANGES IN THE TEXT SINCE 154? 

The daily offices of Mattins & Evensong are renamed ‘Morning & Evening Prayer’ and each 

given a penitential introduction. At Easter, an anthem is substituted for the previous Alleluia & 

Procession in place of the Venite. A psalm is added as an alternative to each of the canticles at 

Morning & Evening Prayer. The opening versicles & responses are worded in the plural instead 

of the singular (i.e. ‘us’ instead of ‘me’). 

The most radical changes alter the structure of the communion service, e.g. 

It is renamed The Order for the Administration of the Lord’s Supper or Holy Communion, and the 

word Mass disappears. The word table is substituted for altar, and the priest [sic] is to officiate 

from the north side. The whole structure of the service is rearranged, with simplified cere- 

monial. 

Thus the ten commandments replace the former ninefold kyrie, and the Gloria in excelsis Deo 

(in English) is transferred from the beginning of the service to precede the blessing at its 

close. 

The former canon of the Mass is simplified and now divided into three parts, two of which 

must be said before the communion and one (now optional) may be said after. 

The prayer of humble access to be said between the third and fourth sections of the former 

canon instead of immediately before the communion. The Lord’s prayer to be said after the 

communion rather than before the prayer of humble access. 

The words of administration of the consecrated bread and wine are re-phrased to avoid any 

assertion that the consecrated elements are the body and blood of Christ. 

New rubric (later known as the ‘declaration on kneeling’ or the ‘black rubric’) is added to 

make it clear that kneeling at holy communion is an act of humility on the part of an 

unworthy receiver of Christ’s benefits, rather than an act of adoration to the consecrated 

elements themselves.

On 3 March 1636 King Charles I granted a Great 

Charter giving the University of Oxford the privilege 

(inter alia) of printing copies of the Bible and the Book 

of Common Prayer, already exercised by the King’s 

Printer and Cambridge University. For the first Oxford 

editions see entry for 1675/4 below. 

The first edition listed below, with MS. amendments, 

was reputedly used in 1661 as the basis for the revised 

BCP. together with the ordinal of 1639 (STC 

16477).

INTRODUCTION 

The 1662 book of common prayer was shaped through the deliberations of the Savoy 

Conference, which took place in the Bishop of London’s lodgings in the Savoy Hospital. 

Arrangements for this had begun in March 1661, and the work of revising the version of 1604 

was completed in December. 

The final draft of the revised prayer book was approved by Convocation in December 1661, 

and by the King in Council on 24 February 1662. During the nineteenth century its text was 

reproduced by photolithography from two official copies deposited in the House of Lords. The 

facsimile of the ‘The Convocation Book’, a corrected copy of the black-letter prayer book of 

1636 (see 1636/1 & 1639/2 above) was published in 1870 (see 1870/1 below), whereas the 

facsimile of ‘The Annexed Book’, the certified holograph text attached to the Act of Uniformity, 

was published in 1890 (see 1890/1). 

Parliament accepted this Convocation Book with minor alterations, but its printing was 

delayed until the uniformity bill itself had received the royal assent on 19 May 1662. The new 

Act provided that by 24 August every licensed dignitary, fellow, incumbent, curate, and teacher 

within the Church of England should have read morning and evening prayer from the newly- 

revised book of common prayer, and made a public declaration of his unfeigned assent and consent 

to all that it contained. 

As the first copies were not available from the printers until about 6 August, there was pro- 

longed uncertainty and confusion about how far those provisions had been observed. There were 

numerous departures from the agreed text, some of them corrected in ink in the ‘sealed books’ 

[see below]. 

The Act of Uniformity provided that before 25 December 1662 the chapter of every cathedral 

and collegiate church should at its own cost procure a printed copy of the Act and of the Book 

Annexed, and also that a copy of the Act and of the Book should be delivered to each of 

the Courts and Westminster and to the Tower of London. There must have been about forty of 

these Sealed Books, each of which was to be attested by the signatures of specially-appointed 

commissioners and attached to a copy of the Act of Uniformity and an impression of the Great 

Seal. :

An entirely new office, derived from the Supply of prayer for the ships that want ministers to pray 

with them, first issued as a supplement to the (Parliamentary) Directory of 1644. 

The ordinal (The form & manner of making, ordaining, & consecrating, of bishops, priests, 

& deacons, according to the order of the Church of England) was now for the first time 

formally incorporated into the prayer book and placed to follow the prayers for use at sea. 

Until the nineteenth century, this section was frequently omitted from small-format editions. 

Special forms of prayer, following the ordinal, but not strictly part of the prayer book. They 

were introduced by royal warrant of 2 May 1662 and retained until a further warrant dated 

17 January 1859. They were introduced for use on 5 November (Gunpowder plot of 1605), 

30 January (Martyrdom of King Charles I in 1648-9) and 29 May (Restoration & birthday 

of King Charles II in 1660). 

Other supplementary sections, added to the prayer book without clear authority and retained for varying periods, 

collated with the BCP but always omitted from its table of contents: 

The fire of London [1666] included in several editions between 1679 and 1683. 

The King’s day. An early form of the accession service, used by King James II from 1685 to 1688. 

Queen Elizabeth I and King Charles I used a traditional form of service which never appeared 

in the BCP. A formal prayer-book accession service has been in use since the reign of Queen 

Anne. In 1816 it was first given the heading The King’s Accession and in 1901 the service was 

simplified so that fewer necessary textual emendations would be needed at each new accession. 
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The thirty-nine articles of religion first appeared in the BCP in 1682/10 and were frequently included 

thereafter. = 

The table of kindred & affinity was well established before it first appeared in the BCP of 1681/5. 

It was originally part of a pamphlet on marriage written by Archbishop Matthew Parker and 

published in 1563. In 1604 it was mentioned (but not reproduced) in Canon 99 of the Constitutions 

& Canons (see below). It appeared in the prayer book a year before the canons themselves, and 

has become a regular feature of most subsequent editions. 

Constitutions & canons ecclesiastical of 1604 first included in the BCP as an appendix to 1682/10, 

and occasionally in subsequent folio editions. 

At the healing. This was another ‘traditional’ service at which sufferers from scrofula were brought 

to be healed by the laying-on of the monarch’s hands. The ceremony dated back to King Edward 

the Confessor, but these prayers were printed in the BCP on only a few occasions between 1706 

and 1732. Earlier and later appearances usually prove to have been pasted in. 

Further sections regularly bound up with the prayer book but collated and usually printed separately. 

Only those which share the same collation are recorded in this bibliography: 

Metrical psalters 

The Old Version by Thomas Sternhold and John Hopkins was widely circulated between 1549 

and 1696, but only occasionally thereafter. 

By order in council dated 3 December 1696, King William III gave his approval to A new version 

of the psalms of David, fitted to the tunes used in churches. Copies continued to be bound up with the 

BCP until the mid-nineteenth century. 

Devotional works 

Several spiritual manuals with broadly similar titles were available for binding as unofficial supple- 

ments to the book of common prayer, e.g.

No text or report was 

issued, and the draft remained unpublished in the form 

of an amended copy of 1683/3 above (which was even- 

tually deposited in Lambeth Palace Library as MS. 

886). Extracts from this were first published as a 

parliamentary paper in 1854 (see 1854/1, below).

The finest Cambridge bibles and prayer books were those 

produced by John Baskerville, during the brief period 

(1759-63) when he held office there as University 

Printer. Baskerville had taken up printing after a success- 

ful career in Birmingham first as a drawing master and 

later in the ‘japanning’ trade. Thus he was interested 

not only in letter-forms and type design, but also in the 

finish of the printed page. It became his ambition to 

print a bible & a book of common prayer, but he realised 

that he could do so only by first becoming printer to one 

of the three privileged presses. 

He sent a type specimen to a friend in Cambridge, 

explaining that he wanted his books to be readable by 

‘people who want Spectacles but are ashamed to use 

them at Church’. In December 1758 he was appointed 

as a supernumerary Printer to the University (Bentham’s 

position being unaffected). It was understood that he 
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was appointed to produce a folio bible and two sizes of 

octavo prayer books, (later augmented by a third setting 

in 12mo) and not to style himself as University Printer 

in any other context. He had to set up & staff his own 

press in Cambridge, and also to pay the university a fee 

for the privilege of sharing in its privileged status. 

Baskerville had achieved his ambition, and he pre- 

sented copies of his prayer-book to King George II and 

to the King’s mother, the Princess Dowager of Wales, 

but he made little or no profit from the enterprise. Within 

seven years of its publication much of his bible stock was 

unsold, and after Baskerville’s death in 1775 many 

remaindered prayer books had to be sold to a Worcester

BOOK 1786 

After the American Declaration of Independence on 

4 July 1776, it was no longer possible for American 

parishes to use the state prayers set out in the BCP. 

These prayers were at first omitted by local choice, 

but once peace had been signed, there was a growing 

demand for a uniform book of worship, as near as 

possible to that of the mother church. In August 1785 

a small committee was appointed to consider the 

necessary changes in the prayer book. The proposals, 

which included the omission of the Nicene & 

Athanasian Creeds, and a complete remodelling of

but also to the bishops of the Church of England.

AMERICAN PRAYER BOOK 1790 

The General Convention of the Episcopal Church met 

in 1789 and adapted the English book of common 

prayer on these lines: 

1 All references to English political conditions were 

removed, and replaced by prayers for the President and 

for Congress. 

2 The Athanasian Creed was omitted, despite the 

reluctance of Bishop Seabury and the New England 
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deputies. Psalms replaced the evening canticles of 

Magnificat & Nunc Dimittis. 

3 Many minor changes were made. The only ones of 

doctrinal significance were that the signing with the cross 

in baptism was made optional; the personal absolution 

in the Visitation of the Sick was omitted, as were also the 

thirty-nine Articles, 

4 At Holy Communion, the Scottish Prayer of

The Act of Union between England & Ireland 

took effect on 1 January, & united The Church of 

England with The Church of Ireland to form 

‘The United Church of England & Ireland’. 

The new style normally appeared on the title page 

of every book of common prayer until the 

ecclesiastical union was dissolved in 1871 by the 

disestablishment of the Church of Ireland. 

John Reeves’s editions 

John Reeves was gazetted King’s Printer in 1800 and 

held the appointment until his death in 1829. Between 

1801 and 1815 he issued some 25 books of common 

prayer, each printed by others on his behalf. Unlike the 

King’s Printer versions of the previous century, most of 

them seem to have been set up afresh for each issue, & 

their collations vary widely. As at least three were 

undated, some cataloguers assume from Reeves’s dedi- 

cations to the Queen, each dated ‘Jan. 18, 1801’ that 

they were published on that date. More probable dates 

for these editions can be inferred from the addresses 

shown on each title page (see entries for 1808/1, 

1810/1 & 1815/1).

At a meeting held in London on 7 March 1804, the 

British and Foreign Bible Society was founded in order 

to improve the circulation of the scriptures, in foreign 

languages as well as English, to those who would 

otherwise have gone without. As the BFBS was a non- 

denominational society, akin to the Religious Tract 

Society, it resisted Bishop Herbert Marsh’s wish to 

include the BCP in its work. 

Nevertheless, its foundation led to a greatly increased 

demand for bibles, which could only be obtained from 

the privileged presses, and also to a stricter quality control 

from the officers of the new society. These factors in turn

encouraged the university presses to give serious attention 

to Lord Stanhope’s new printing press and the associated 

development of printing by stereotype. 

The first stereotyped Cambridge BCP was issued 

on 3 July 1805 (1805/1).

On 31 May 1809, the New York Bible & Common- 

Prayer Book Society held its first official meeting at 

Trinity Church, Wall Street. The society’s object was 

stated to be the gratuitous distribution of bibles, books 

of common prayer, and religious tracts among the epis- 

copal congregations of New York State. Between 1816 

and 1837, the most active part of the society was its 

so-called Auxiliary, which undertook the printing and 

publication of the book of common prayer. On 1 July 

1837, the two organisations were merged into one.

On 20 May 1812 a group of Anglican evangelicals 

met in London to found the Prayer Book and Homily 

Society, with the object of publishing the book of 

common prayer both in English & in other languages. 

Its supporters tended also to be members of the Church 

Missionary Society (see note under 1799 above) and 

the British & Foreign Bible Society (founded in 1804 

for the sole purposes of publishing and distributing the 

scriptures). 

The Society isstted books of common prayer in 

English & about 12 other languages, some of which 

appeared only once. It reached the peak of its influence 

in 1829, and began a long and slow decline before it 

was last heard of in 1875. 

No archives have been traced, but most of its annual 

reports can be found in either the British Library or the 

Bodleian.

Scottish editions of the 1662 BCP 

When the patent of the King’s Printers for Scotland 

(then Sir J. Hunter Blair & Mr M.T: Bruce) expired 

in 1839, the Crown issued new letters patent to a body 

known as the Bible Board. This body, consisting of the 

Lord Advocate, the Moderator of the General Assembly, 

and nominated members, was to hold collectively the 

office of Her Majesty’s Sole & Master Printers for 

Scotland. 

Their function was not to print or publish themselves, 

but to license the printing of Bibles and such other speci- 

fied works as the book of common prayer by Scottish 

publishers. Until the BCP was removed from the speci- 

fied list in 1890, each proposed edition needed the prior 

approval of the Bible Board. 

As will be seen from later entries, during the early 

years of the Board’s existence, several firms made regular 

requests for licences, but the number dwindled after 1867 

and had altogether ceased by 1881. 

This information comes with acknowledgment from 

the preface to the calendar of the Board’s Archives in the 

National Library of Scotland (Acc. 11182).

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AMERICAN PRAYER BOOKS 1892 

The General Convention of 1892 gave final approval 

to the alterations in the prayer book revisions under 

consideration since 1880, and were now incorporated in 

the first complete revision of the text since 1792. 

In this conservative revision, where only 161 changes 

survived the process of consultation out of 279 originally 

proposed, most were either restorations from the English 

BCP or from the books of 1549 & 1637. 

The ‘Standard Edition’ of the new American book 

of common prayer was published the following year, and 

is listed below as 1893/6. 

By the provisions of Canon 46, all copies of the new 

prayer book larger than 32mo were required to conform to 

the standard edition in pagination and in typographical 

arrangement, at least for that portion of the book which 

began with morning prayer & ended with the psalter.

The rediscovery of the original manuscript of the 1662 

book of common prayer and its reproduction (1891/1) 

led to demands for a standard text to be formally adopted 

by all three English privileged presses. 

On 28 February 1894 a conference was held in 

London at which their representatives agreed to correct 

34 points of disagreement, which were either errors in the 

original manuscript or variations among the privileged 

versions. Although agreement was reached, its imple- 

mentation took many years — see Parliamentary 

Paper no. 53 of 3 March 1903.

[As both proposed measures failed 

to secure the necessary approval of the House of Commons, neither could be submitted to the 

King for the Royal Assent.] ‘The publication of this Book does not directly or indirectly imply that it can 

be regarded as authorized for use in churches’. 

This being so, no attempt was made to amend the 1928 State Prayers, and subsequent impressions 

continued to reflect the composition of the Royal Family as it had been in 1928. It omitted the 

Acts of Uniformity but its numbered table of contents was otherwise based on that of the 1662

N July 19274 Measure was passed in the Church Assembly for the purpose 
of authorizing the use of a Prayer Book which had been deposited with 

the Clerk of the Parliaments, and was referred to in the Measure as 

‘*The Deposited Book.” The Measure and the Book had been previously 

approved by large majorities in the Convocations of Canterbury and York. 

A Resolution under the Church of England Assembly (Powers) Act, 1919, 

directing that the Measure should be presented to His Majesty, was after- 

wards passed in the House of Lords by a large majority. But a similar 

Resolution in the House of Commons was defeated on 15th December, 1927, 

and the Prayer Book Measure of 1927, therefore, could not be presented 

for the Royal Assent. 

Early in the year 1928 a second Measure (known as the Prayer Book 

Measure, 1928) was introduced in the Church Assembly, proposing to 

authorize the use of the Deposited Book with certain amendments thereto 

which were set out in a Schedule to the Measure. This Measure again was 

approved by large majorities both in the Convocations and the Church 

Assembly; but a Resolution directing that it should be presented to His 

Majesty was defeated in the House of Commons on 14th June, 1928. 

This Book is taken from the Deposited Book referred to in the Prayer 

Book Measure of 1927, as amended in accordance with the provisions of the 
Prayer Book Measure, 1928.

1844/32 Liturgy as a Fine Art 

1844-5 was a particularly fruitful time for prayer-book design. Our first example is from one of the seven historic 

prayer books celebrated in 1844 by Charles Whittingham II for the publisher William Pickering. 

It is part of the Holy Communion Canon for his Victorian volume 



1845/24 Liturgy as a Fine Art 

Then in 1845 the English architect and designer Owen Jones designed the decorations for a large octavo prayer book 

printed by the new process of photolithography. This example is taken from the marriage service. 
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1896/6 Fine Printing for the American Church 

Daniel Berkeley Updike had the unique distinction of designing commemorative volumes for two successive 

revisions of the American Book of Common Prayer. The first example is the prayer of consecration from his 1896 

altar book (1896/6) derived from the revision of 1892 



1930/3 Fine Printing for the American Church 

The second is the same passage from a more austere edition of the 1928 revision 
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1904/1 Another Prayer Book for King Edward 1904 
The Anglo-American Essex House prayer book was perhaps unique as a joint Anglo-American venture 

(with an extra leaf for American and Canada). Was it to celebrate the first King Edward since Tudor times?

In the books listed below, Japanese characters are to be read 

vertically from top to bottom in lines studied from right 

to left, and the pages are also turned from right to left. 

The history of the Japanese BCP was summarised 

by EI. Matsudaira in ch. 2, Part IX, of Nippon 

Seikokai Hyakuneshi (Centennial History of the 

Church in Japan), 1959. These notes derived partly 

from a typescript translation by Cyril Hamilton Powles. 

The first Anglican missionary in Japan was Channing 

Moore Williams who arrived in 1859 and was conse- 

crated bishop in 1865. As Christianity was forbidden 

in Japan before 1873, his translations at first remained 

unpublished. A prayer book was printed from woodblocks 

in 1876 or 1877. It seems only to have included a con- 

flation of the English & PECUSA orders for morning 

& evening prayer, but it was supported by a grant of 

£100 from the General Meeting of SPCK — Japanese 

characters.

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Davip N. GRIFFITHS has been concerned with 

books throughout his working life. He studied bibli- 

ography at Oxford under Professor Herbert Davis, 

but found little opportunity to practise it until after 

he found himself working in London as an Anglican 

priest on the headquarters staff of The Society for 

Promoting Christian Knowledge. 

He soon became fascinated by the way in which the 

Book of Common Prayer had been translated into a 

wide range of languages and circulated to all parts of 

the world. His next appointment took him to 

Lincoln Cathedral as Vice-Chancellor and Librarian, 

and his prayer-book researches continued in that 

bookish environment. 

There followed many busy years as Team Rector of 

Windsor, after which his ministerial work took him 

to Reading. His new appointment left him with just 

enough spare time to become a graduate student in 

the Department of Typography and Graphic 

Communication of Reading University under 

Professor Michael Twyman. 

In due course he was able to submit a successful 

thesis on The Tianslations of the Book of Common 

Prayer. As he was then on the verge of retirement 

from full-time ministry, this seemed a good oppor- 

tunity for him to begin recording the English edi- 

tions of the prayer book as well as its foreign 

translations. 

This has taken a further ten years (making about 

forty altogether), involving constant travel in the 

British Isles, besides seven visits to American libraries 

and archives. Like all bibliographers, he wishes that 

he had known as much at the beginning as he has 

learned by the end of the enterprise. 

He hopes that this book will appeal to all who share 

his interest in and devotion to the Book of 

Common Prayer, and be of real service to everyone 

professionally concerned with the prayer book. He 

will be doubly pleased if it encourages librarians and 

antiquarian booksellers to look carefully at their 

stocks, and in doing so to make fresh discoveries of 

their own.
